Eight ways to celebrate Heart Month

In 2002, research revealed a
serious misconception among
American women “that heart
disease was a man’s disease.”

Awareness of heart disease as
the number one killer of women
has nearly doubled recently. Re-
cent research shows that more
women are seeking informa-
tion about their personal risk for
heart disease and taking actions
to reduce it, such as by increas-
ing physical activity.

Here are ways to celebrate
heart health throughout Ameri-
can Heart Month this February.

1. Wear red. Put on a favorite
red dress, shirt, tie or Red Dress
pin, and spread the critical mes-
sage that heart disease doesn’t
care what you wear. It’s the
number one killer of women.

2. Talk to your doctor about
your heart health. Your doc-
tor can be an important partner
in helping you set and reach
goals for heart health. Don’t
wait for your doctor to mention
heart disease or its risk factors.
Speak up, ask questions, and if
you don’t understand something
your doctor says, ask for an ex-
planation in simple language.

3. Share these statistics with
your family and friends:

- One in four women in the
U.S. dies of heart disease, while
one in 30 dies of breast cancer.

- Heart disease is the num-
ber one killer of both men and
women in the U.S.

- In 2009, 50 percent of
women aged 25 - 34 years were
aware of heart disease as their
number one killer, up from just
16 percent in 1997.

- By leading a healthy life-
style, you can reduce your risk
of heart disease by up to 82 per-
cent.

4. Learn about heart attack
warning signs in a new video,
and listen to Maria as she shares
her personal heart attack experi-
ence.

5. Learn about coronary
heart disease risk factors. Cer-
tain traits, conditions, or habits,
known as risk factors, may raise
your risk. The more risk factors
you have, the higher your risk is
to develop disease. Eighty per-
cent of women aged 40 to 60
have one or more risk factors for
heart disease. Having just one
risk factor doubles your chance
of developing heart disease.

6. Learn how your heart
works. Your heart is vital to
your health and nearly every-
thing that goes on in your body.
