
The Kansas Department of 
Commerce and the Older Work-
er Task Force will host the an-
nual Older Worker Awards Cer-
emony on March 30.

This event honors older work-
ers who continue to play a very 
important role in the Kansas 
workforce and economy, as well 
as their employers. 

The ceremony will be held 
from 10:30 a.m. to 1 p.m. on 
March 30 at the Topeka Shaw-
nee County Public Library. 

Nominations for workers 55 
and older and for companies that 
employ older workers are due by 

March 2. The online forms can 
be found at KansasCommerce.
com/OlderWorkers. 

The U.S. Department of Agri-
culture Natural Resources Con-
servation Service  in Kansas 
will provide approximately $2 
million to conserve the water 
in the Ogallala Aquifer through 
the Ogallala Aquifer Initiative. 
The application cutoff date is 
Feb. 24 to be considered for 
Fiscal Year 2012 funds. The 
service will fund this initia-
tive through its Environmental 
Quality Incentives Program.   

The Ogallala Aquifer, also 
known as the High Plains 
Aquifer, is a vast, yet shallow 
underground water table aqui-
fer located beneath the Great 
Plains in the United States. It 
is one of the world’s largest 
aquifers and covers an area in 
portions of eight states, which 
include Colorado, South Dako-
ta, Nebraska, Wyoming, Kan-
sas, Oklahoma, New Mexico, 
and Texas.   Much of the High 
Plains region relies on the Ogal-
lala for water but the water in 
the Ogallala Aquifer is dimin-
ishing because of widespread 
irrigation use in the High Plains 
states.  

Financial assistance is avail-
able through the initiative for 
producers considering convert-
ing from irrigated cropland to 
dry land cropland, as well as 
assistance for more efficient 
irrigation systems and manage-
ment.  All participants must 
meet eligibility requirements.  
In Kansas, socially disadvan-
taged, limited resource, and 
beginning farmers and ranchers 
will receive a higher payment 
rate for conservation practices 
related to the initiative
