
By Mike Stephens
mstephens@nwkansas.com
The Northern Valley Huskies 

boys varsity basketball team 
had one of its better offensive 
performances when they hooked 
up with the Natoma Tigers on 
Friday, Feb. 10 but came up just 
short of the victory, losing 56-
54.

The Huskies and Tigers were 
evenly matched as they closed 
out the first quarter tied at 14. 
Junior Tyson Callaway led the 
Huskies with six points in the 
quarter.

Second quarter, Natoma kept 
the pressure on and Northern 
Valley cooled off a little. Se-
nior Tyler Montgomery scored 
five points keeping the Huskies 
within six points at the break, 
31-25 Tigers.

The Huskies turned the tables 
in the third quarter, scoring 17 
points and holding the Tigers to 
just 11 points. Sophomore Jor-
dan Baird drained two 3-point-
ers, Montgomery added five 

more points and Callaway went 
four for four from the charity 
stripe and the Huskies and Ti-
gers were tied at 42 going into 
the fourth.

Senior Gunnar Hays was 
clutch in the fourth, scoring eight 
points including two 3-pointers 
but Natoma was two points bet-
ter, hitting a fade away jumper 
at the end for a big win.

“We did a much better job of 
getting the ball into the lane than 
we did the first time we played 
Natoma,” explained Huskies 
head coach Chuck Fessenden.

“This resulted in a higher 
shooting percentage. We had 
our best night at the line by 
hitting 80 percent. Tyler Mont-
gomery gave us a big night with 
15 points and seven rebounds,” 
said Fessenden. 

“Unfortunately, Natoma was 
able to hit a fade away jumper 
at the end of the game for the 
win.”

In the junior varsity game, 
Natoma won another close one, 
squeezing by the Huskies 39-36. 

Sophomores Ian Vincent and 
Hunter Chandler led the Hus-
kies offensive charge with eight 
and six points respectively. The 

same duo led Northern Valley 
in rebounding as well, Vincent 
with six and Chandler with five 
rebounds.

The Norton Community High School junior 
varsity wrestlers completed their regular season 
on a positive note on Saturday, February 11 with 
11 wrestlers earning individual medals, four of 
these gold, in the annual Bill Voss Novice Wres-
tling Tournament in Colby. 

“This was one of our best tournament show-
ings,” said Norton assistant high school wrestling 
coach Shane Miller. “It’s always nice to finish on 
a high note. Like our varsity squad, we rarely had 
our full roster on any given weekend. This kept 
us from placing in a few tournaments but we had 
some great performances by many individuals. 

“In this tournament, we had a couple of varsity 
wrestlers entered and they performed well. Their 
contribution, mixed in with some of our junior 
varsity wrestlers who have been fairly consistent 
all year, led to a good tournament day. 

“Our total win-loss record for the tournament 
was 26 wins and 14 losses. 

“The tournament also awards the most im-
proved lower weight and most improved upper 
weight wrestlers awards. We were fortunate to 
win both of these awards. Jared Tallent won the 
lower weight and Cole Renner won the upper 
weight.

“I am very pleased with the progress of this 
group. The year began with probably one of our 
most inexperienced groups in recent years. We 
knew the season would have some growing pains 
but many of the wrestlers gained some valuable 
experience and I expect them to be vying for var-
sity spots next season. Several of these wrestlers 
have the potential to do very well and contribute a 
great deal to the tradition of  Norton Wrestling.”

Team scores were not compiled for the tourna-
ment.

Winning gold medals for Norton were fresh-
man Caysean Campbell, 106; freshman Jared Tal-
lent, 126; sophomore Cole Renner, 160 and junior 
Lucas Engel, 170.

Three Blue Jay wrestlers had runner-up finish-
es. They were sophomore Ethan Ross, 113; fresh-
man Dalton Vanover, 120 and freshman Kendall 
Miller, 138. 

Placing third for Norton were freshman Derek 
Rowh, 126; sophomore Toby Nickell, 132 and ju-
nior Javen Colip, 145.

Sophomore Michael Johnson finished in fourth 
place at 195 pounds. 

Also competing for the Blue Jays were sopho-
more Garret Otter, 113; sophomore Cody Tem-
mel, 132 and freshman Christian Boser, 152.

By Dick Boyd
nortontelegram@nwkansas.com
The Norton Community High 

School boys varsity basketball 
team played one exceptional 
quarter on Tuesday night but 
it didn’t help enough to allow 
them to  outscore the visiting 
Colby quintet who defeated 
them 55-44 in the regular sea-
son finale on Tuesday evening 
in the NCHS Stull Gym.

The Blue Jays dug a hole 
in the first quarter when they 
scored just 6 points on two bas-
kets from beyond the arc by se-
nior guard Zach Hartwell while 
the Eagles poured in 17 points.

The second quarter was the 
good one for the home team as 
they tallied 20 points compared 
to 13 by the visitors to cut Col-
by’s halftime lead to 30-26

Senior guard Tye Nickell hit 9 
points on a trey, two two-point 
baskets and 2 of 3 free throws. 
Junior guard Jacob Brooks also 
buried a three-pointer and a 
two-point basket as well as 1 of 
2 charities for 8 points. 

Junior guard Dalton Miller 
hit a basket and 1 of 2 from the 
charity stripe and Hartwell add-
ed 2 of 2 free tosses.

After the hot shooting second 
quarter, the Blue Jays offense 
cooled off in the third quarter 
and was only able to produce 5 
more points compared to 12 for 
Colby and Norton trailed 42-31 
with just one quarter remain-
ing. 

Norton’s only third period 
points came on baskets by se-
nior guard Dillon McConney 
and junior guard Carson McK-
enna  and 1 of 2 charities from 
Nickell.

The fourth quarter was bet-
ter, thanks to three baskets and 

a free throw from Brooks, two 
more baskets by McKenna and 
one basket by McConney for 13 
points, which was too little, too 
late, however, with the Eagles 
also tallying 13 points. 

Norton senior power forward 
Jordan Wahlmeier, who was in-
jured in the Ellis game on Friday 
night, did not play in the game.

“We’re not playing very well 
right now,” said Norton head 
boys basketball coach Doug 
Reusink. “We played hard and 
had good defense but I was dis-
appointed that some of our boys 
had the opportunity to pick up 
the slack for Wahlmeier’s ab-
sence and didn’t.”

Jacob Brooks was leading 
scorer for Norton with 13 points 
on 1 of 4 from trey distance for 
25 percent, 4 of 9 two-point 
tries for 45 percent, 5 of 13 
overall for 39 percent and 2 of 
3 from the charity stripe for 67 
percent.

Also scoring in double figures 
was senior guard Tye Nickell 
who hit 10 points on  1 of 3 from 
beyond the arc for 33 percent, 2 
of 9 two-point attempts for 22 
percent, 3 of 12 overall for 25 
percent and 3 of 5 free throws 
for 60 percent.

Leading Colby was Todd 
Kane with 14 points.

As a team, Norton swished 
4 of 17 from long range for 24 
percent, 12 of 33 two-point at-
tempts for 36 percent and 16 of 
50 overall for 32 percent.

Colby hit 1 of 9 trey tries for 
11 percent, 21 of 39 two-point 
tries for 54 percent and 22 of 48 
overall for 46 percent.

From the free throw line, 
Norton was 8 of 16 for 50 per-
cent and Colby hit 10 of 18 for 
56 percent.

Both teams pulled down 24 
rebounds. Norton grabbed 13 
offensive and 11 defensive car-
oms and Colby had 7 offensive 
and 17 defensive boards. 

Brooks led Norton in rebounds 
with 8, followed by McKenna 
and Nickell, 4 each; Miller, 3; 
McConney and Andrew Ellis, 2 
each; Alec Gilgenbach, 1.

Gilgenbach also blocked 1 
Colby shot. 

Norton had 9 steals com-
pared to 7 by Colby. Nickell 
led in steals with 3, followed by 
Brooks, 2; Hartwell, McCon-
ney, Ellis, McKenna, 1 each. 

The Blue Jays were credited 
with 8 offensive assists and Col-
by had 6. McKenna was assists 
leader with 3, followed by Mc-
Conney, 2; Nickell, Hartwell, 
Miller, 1 each. 

Norton had 11 turnovers and 
Colby lost the ball 15 times.

Norton. Honored along with
