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Northern Valley boys make two rounds of Sub-State

By Mike Stephens
mstephens@nwkansas.com
First round of the Sub-State

Basketbal Tournament pitted
the Northern Valley Husky boys
varsity basketball team against
the Trojans of Logan on Mon-
day, Feb. 27 at Almena.

First quarter, the Huskies and
Trojans had no problem filling
up the basket. Sophomore Jor-
dan Baird was the catalyst, pour-
ing in 10 points for the Huskies
in the quarter. Senior Gunnar
Hays added two 3-pointers and
Northern Valley led Logan by
six, 23-17.

Second quarter, the Huskies
cooled off offensively but they
put the clamps on Logan de-
fensively holding them to four
points in the quarter. Senior
Tyler Montgomery scored nine
of his team’s 13 points and the
Huskies took a 15 point lead
over the Trojans into halftime,
36-21.

Northern Valley struggled
offensively in the second half.
Third quarter, the Huskies man-
aged to score only six points but
their defense was stout, holding
the Trojans to nine points and

the Huskies led by 12 points go-
ing into the fourth.

The Huskies remained cold
offensively but played solid de-
fense allowing only eight points
for the Trojans. Montgomery
scored six of the Huskies seven
points in the quarter and finished
as the game’s high scorer with
19 points as Northern Valley ad-
vanced to the second round with
an 11 point win over the Logan
Trojans, 49-38.

Huskies head coach Chuck
Fessenden assessed his team’s
performance.

“We scored pretty easily in
the first half. We picked it up
defensively and held them to
four points in the second quar-
ter,” said Fessenden.

“The second half we did not
play very well on offense. For-
tunately, Tyler Montgomery
had a huge game for us with 19
points and 15 rebounds.”

“It’s nice for our kids to get a
win and advance to the second
round of Sub-state,” said Fes-
senden.

Second round of the Sub-
state Basketball tournament had
Northern Valley taking on the

top-seeded Palco Roosters on
Thursday, March 1 at Norton
Community High School.

First quarter, the Roosters
were hitting from long distance,
converting four 3-pointers in the
quarter. Roosters senior Kody
Hamel led his team with nine
points on three 3-pointers and
Huskies senior Gunnar Hays
scored five points but Palco had
a 10 point lead after one, 18-8.

Second quarter, the Huskies
clamped down on defense hold-
ing the Roosters to just one
point. Sophomore Jordan Baird
and senior Daniel Field scored
four points each giving the Hus-
kies a one point lead going into
the break, 20-19.

Third quarter, the Huskies
went cold on offense and con-
verted only two of six free
throw attempts. The Roosters,
on the other hand, went six for
eight from the charity stripe and
outscored the Huskies in the
quarter 12 to seven giving them
a31-27 lead.

Final stanza, the Huskies had
no answer for Hamel. He scored
10 of the Roosters 14 points hit-
ting three field goals and going

four for four from the free throw
line. Northern Valley’s season
ended with a 10 point loss to
Palco, 45-35.

Huskies head coach Chuck
Fessenden put the game in per-
spective.

“We fell behind early in the
game by 10 points. Our players
did a great job of fighting back
in the second quarter. We held
Palco to one point and took the
lead at half,” said Fessenden.

“The kids played some good
defense for the last three quar-
ters but we just couldn’t score
enough.”
