Counselor training to be held this summer

The Kansas Department of 
Health and Environment is re-
minding the  public to have 
their animals vaccinated against 
rabies by a veterinarian. With 
13 animals testing positive for 
rabies in Kansas since Jan. 1, 
health officials here anticipate 
an increase in the number of ra-
bid animals this year compared 
to last year.  

 Vaccines are available for 
dogs, cats, ferrets, horses, cattle 
and sheep. 

Tips to prevent rabies:
• Have your veterinarian vac-

cinate all dogs, cats, ferrets, 
horses and valuable breeding 
stock and show animals (cattle 
and sheep) against rabies

• If bitten by an animal, seek 
medical attention and report the 
bite to your local public health 
department or animal control 
department immediately  

• If your animal is bitten, con-
tact your veterinarian or local 
health department for advice  

• If you wake up in a room 
with a bat present, even if 

there is no evidence of a bite or 
scratch, seek medical attention.  

• Do not handle or feed wild 
animals. Never adopt wild ani-
mals or bring them into your 
home  

• Do not try to nurse sick wild 
animals back to health. Call ani-
mal control or an animal rescue 
agency for assistance

• Teach children never to han-
dle unfamiliar animals, wild or 
domestic, even if they appear 
friendly.
