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Huskies open track season at Norton Invitational

By Mike Stephens
mstephens@nwkansas.com
The Northern Valley Huskies

track team opened its 2012 sea-
son at the Norton Invitational
Track Meet on Thursday, April
5 at Travis Field.

The Huskies boys team fin-
ished in sixth place with 42
points and the Huskies girls
team finished in seventh place
with 17 points.

The Huskies had some strong
individual performances. Jor-
dan Baird captured first place in
the long jump with an effort of
18 feet, nine and three-quarter
inches.

“We had a pretty good start to
the season. Jordan Baird had a
personal best in the long jump
and picked up a first place fin-
ish,” said coach Chuck Fessen-
den.

Hunter Chandler cleared a
height of five feet, eight inches
to capture first place in the high
jump.

“Hunter Chandler jumped
very well in the high jump and
got us another first place,” said
Fessenden.

Gunnar Hays dominated the
distance races taking first place
in the 1600m Run and 3200m
Run.

“I felt like Gunnar Hays ran
exceptionally well for the first
meet of the season. His times
in the 1600 and 3200 were not
very far off of what he ran at the
State Track Meet last season,”
said Fessenden.

The Husky girls were well
represented by Kortney Cun-
ningham. She finished second
in the triple jump with an effort
of 30 feet, eight and one-half
inches, tied for second in the
high jump with a leap of four
feet, 10 inches and finished fifth
in the 100m hurdles with a time
of 18.73 seconds.

“On the girls side Kortney
Cunningham had a good meet
to start her high school career.

She had personal bests in the
hurdles and triple jump. She
had some very good jumps in
the high jump, too. To place in
three events in her first meet is
a nice accomplishment,” said
Fessenden.

The Norton Community High School
varsity golf team improved in their
second tournament of the 2012 sea-
son with a sixth place finish, just four
points out of third, in the very tough
Goodland Invitational tournament on
Tuesday, April 10.

Host team Goodland won the cham-
pionship with a low score of 317, fol-
lowed by Ulysses, 323; Thomas More
Prep-Hays, 361; Oberlin, 363; Atwood,
364; Norton, 365; Colby, 367; Hays
High JV, 370; Hugoton, 376; Oakley,

381; Hoxie, 414.

“We continued to make steps in the
right direction today,” said Norton
head golf coach David Stover. “This
tournament is traditionally one of the
most competitive of the season and, al-
though we finished sixth, we were very
close to third place.

“As a team, we shot a season low
round today but we still have much
room for continued improvement. We
are starting to shoot lower scores but
need to improve our consistency from
start to finish. Many of our players are
starting to shoot good nine-hole scores

but haven’t been able to put together an
entire 18 holes in the same round.”

Norton junior Eli Bozarth was low
scorer for the Blue Jays with a 40/48-
88, which just missed medalist honors
by 4 strokes. He was followed by ju-
nior Christopher Fisher, 48/43-91; ju-
nior Andrew Ellis, 48/45-93 and junior
Treven Rossi, 50/43-93.

Also playing for Norton and their
scores were: junior John Risewick,
48/47-95 and senior Taylor Meder,

City Trucks will make special trash pickup on these days.
All items MUST be out at the curb by 8 a.m. on your regular route day
PLEASE DON’T PUT OUT ITEMS MORE THAN 1 WEEK IN ADVANCE OF CLEAN-UP DAYS.

All types of trash will be picked up on your regular trash route day EXCEPT yard waste, tires,
and household hazardous waste. Yard waste will be picked up on your regular yard waste
route day beginning April 25, and must be in a solid container. There will be a $10.00
charge per item for appliances with freon. Tree limbs must be cut no longer than 8 feet long.
Fireplace ash must be in plastic bags.
The maximum limit the City will pick up at each residence is one load of household items
and one load of tree limbs. Normal household trash will be picked up in the usual manner.
SPECIAL NOTE: TRASH MUST BE SEPARATED, i.e., tree limbs from metals, etc. since
they are disposed of in different locations at the landfill. Mattresses and furniture and E-
waste (computers, microwaves, stereos, TVs, DVDs, VCRs) must be separate from other
trash. Hazardous waste (paint, motor oil, batteries, pesticides, poisons, caustic chemicals,
etc.) WILL NOT be picked up and should be taken by owners directly to the landfill.

NOTE: Twice-a-week pickup begins the week of APRIL 23. Regular household trash will
be picked up on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday. Yard waste will be picked up on
Wednesday afternoon and Thursday, and must be in a solid container. Recyclables will
be picked up on Fridays. All items must be placed at the curb by 8:00 a.m. on your des-

ignated route day.
