With graduation numbers 
continuing to rise, Fort Hays 
State University will continue 
to recognize graduate and un-
dergraduate students in separate 
ceremonies this spring. 

Students who are receiving 
advanced degrees will partici-
pate in Commencement at 7 p.m. 
Friday, May 11 in Gross Memo-
rial Coliseum, which is imme-
diately adjacent to the U.S. 183 
Bypass on the south side of the 
campus. Students who are re-
ceiving associate and bachelor’s 
degrees will participate in Com-
mencement at 10 a.m. Saturday, 
May 12, also in Gross Memorial 
Coliseum.

In addition, members of the 
second graduating class of the 
Kansas Academy of Mathemat-
ics and Science, which is hosted 
at the university, will have their 
own Commencement a week 
earlier at 3 p.m. Saturday, May 
5 in the Memorial Union Ball-
room.

The university has more than 
doubled its enrollment over the 

past decade, climbing above 
13,000 at the end of the fall 
2011 semester, and there has 
been a corresponding explosion 
in the number of graduates. Al-
though the numbers may change 
slightly when the degree-check-
ing process concludes, the Reg-
istrar’s Office projects there 
will be 3,151 graduates this 
year, which includes associate, 
bachelor and graduate-level de-
grees. That is an all-time record 
and the first time the number of 
graduates has exceeded 3,000. 
The degrees will go to students 
who completed graduation re-
quirements in summer 2011, 
fall 2011 and spring 2012. This 
year’s total of 3,151 compares 
to 2,661 last year. As recently 
as 2005, the university had only 
1,374 graduates.

By holding a separate Com-
mencement for graduate stu-
dents on Friday night, which 
includes the traditional hooding 
ceremony, overcrowding can be 
avoided at the traditional Satur-
day morning Commencement. It 

also ensures the larger Saturday 
morning ceremony can be com-
fortably completed in less than 
two hours.

Doors will open at the coli-
seum for graduate students and 
their guests at 6 p.m. Friday, 
May 11. A reception will follow 
the graduate Commencement in 
the Victor E. Lounge.

Doors will open at the colise-
um for undergraduates and their 
guests at 8 a.m. Saturday, May 
12. Everyone is encouraged to 
arrive early.

Rockin’ nursery rhymes

As an adult, you know that young hands can get 
very dirty very fast. But did you know that one in 
six people living in the U.S. likely will get sick 
from food poisoning this year? Those most vul-
nerable are young children, people over the age of 
65, and a person of any age whose immune sys-
tem is compromised. The problem is more serious 
than many people realize. But, it doesn’t have to 
happen to you!

What’s the single most important way to keep 
your family safe from food poisoning?  It’s sim-
ply to wash hands often.

-Wash your hands before and after handling 
food, and after using the bathroom, changing dia-
pers, wiping a nose or handling a pet. Use warm 
water and soap for 20 seconds.

-Teach children to wash their hands often, too! 
Their list of when to wash is the same as yours, 

and also includes before naps and after playing 
with shared toys or crawling.

-Rinse fresh fruits and vegetables under cool 
running tap water before cutting them. This even 
includes fresh fruits and vegetables with skins and 
rinds that you don’t eat.

-Wash your utensils, counter tops, cutting boards 
and dishes after each use and before going on to 
prepare the next food. Use hot water and soap.

-Wash cloth towels and cloth shopping bags 
often, using hot water and detergent. If you use 
kitchen sponges, once a day microwave them wet 
for a minute.
