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State parks passes cheaper to buy

On Thursday, May 3, the Kansas Legislature
passed a measure on a vote of 39-
park visitors to purchase discounted, non-trans-
ferable annual park vehicle permits when they
register or re-register their vehicles. When imple-
mented in January 2013, the permit will cost $15,
plus a 50 cent service fee. The permit will be valid
until the vehicle registration expires a year later.
The regular annual vehicle permit fee is $22.50,
and the daily vehicle permit fee will remain un-
changed at $3.50. The lower-price annual permit
will only be available at the time the vehicle is
registered. Persons who buy their permits sepa-
rately at a Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks
and Tourism office, vendor or online must pay the
regular permit prices. Owners of vehicles not reg-
istered in Kansas will be required to pay the full
price for the annual and daily permits.

The bill also included a provision to help resi-
dents 65 years of age or older or those with dis-
abilities. The daily or annual permit fee for a vehi-
cle registered in Kansas by a resident 65 or more
years of age or who has a disability and displays a
special license plate or placard issued pursuant to
state law will continue to be one-half the fee for
regular daily or annual vehicle park permits when
obtained from park offices, vendors or online. A
nonresident will be required to pay the full fee.

The legislation requires the applicant for the

information, including, but not limited to, the ap-
plicant’s name, address, email address, and phone
number with the Secretary of Wildlife, Parks and
Tourism by the Division of Motor Vehicles.

As a result of the new law, it is estimated that
the department will see an increase of more than
$1.7 million for the Park Fee Fund, which is used
to operate the state parks. Michigan saw an in-
crease in that state’s park fee revenues after im-
plementing a similar program. Kansas state parks
receive modest funding from the state general
fund but the amount has dwindled in recent years,
resulting in significant setbacks for ongoing oper-
ations and maintenance. Park Fee Fund revenues
are also strongly influenced by summer weather
conditions. The deparmtnet is striving to be less
reliant on state general funds, and the new annual
permit will help provide more reliable, consistent
revenue.

Robin Jennison, department Secretary, thanked
the legislature for their consideration of the bill,
“I appreciate the legislators’ efforts to help not
only our state parks, but also Kansas residents,”
he said. “This new annual permit offers our visi-
tors a less-costly, more convenient way to pur-
chase their annual permits, and the more stable
revenue source will help us better maintain and
improve the parks so our visitors can have a great
outdoor experience.”
