It brings together the people
of Phillipsburg, who are known
for their volunteerism, accord-
ing to Mayor Fred Robinson.

The rodeo has
created a willingness to volun-
teer among the community so
that people step up when there’s
a need.” Community people
give of their time to put the ro-
deo on. The rodeo “is all done
by volunteers, the ticket takers,
the concessions, everything.”

This year’s rodeo’s entertain-
ment includes barrelman and
rodeo clown Slim Garner and
specialty act, the Ranch Riata
Cowboy Girls, who will trick
rope and trick ride. Beutler and
Son Rodeo Co. will return with
their string of bucking horses
and bulls, and Randy Corley will
call the action. The Chain Ranch
longhorn herd will be part of the
parade through downtown Phil-
lipsburg on August 4.
