
The site for a Great Plains 
Windbreak Renovation and In-
novation Conference, July 24-
26, will be the International 
Peace Garden -- a 2,339-acre 
botanical garden, memorial, 
conference center and tourist 
destination on the border be-
tween North Dakota and the Ca-
nadian province of Manitoba.

Conference hosts are the 
Plains and Prairie Forestry As-
sociation and an array of North 
American national and provin-
cial/state forestry agencies. The 
three-day event is open to any-
one interested in the topic.

Since early settlers began 
planting trees, windbreaks have 
been an integral part of Great 
Plains conservation and quality 
of life, Atchison said. They’ve 
helped reduce wind- and water-
caused soil erosion. They’ve 
increased wildlife habitat and 
general biodiversity. They’ve 
lessened the effects Plains winds 
can have on people, their homes, 
roads, livestock and crops dur-
ing blizzard-prone winters and 
searing summer weather.

An onion crop is very satisfying

Ask just about anyone what their favorite gar-

den vegetable is, and their resounding reply will 
probably be tomatoes.

Ask just about any gardener to name the veg-
etable they most enjoy growing and you might 
receive a dozen different answers. The actual 
enjoyment or challenge of tending a garden crop 
can vary from one gardener to another. Gardeners 
may enjoy the challenge of growing something 
other than tomatoes, but still enjoy eating them.

I use myself as an example. I love tomatoes and 
I enjoy growing my own seedlings, building my 
own cages, and comparing varieties. But honestly, 
I enjoy growing and caring for onions more than I 
do tomatoes. I am convinced that the challenge of 
growing a good, mature crop of onions is greater 
than the challenge presented by tomatoes. Indeed, 
it is the challenge. I visit with a lot of backyard 
dirt diggers, and seldom do I find one that relishes 
the task of growing onions, and I think I know 
why.

Many gardeners just don’t bother to study the 
unique requirements to finish the season with a 
big crop of those wonderful sweet slicing onions. 
And let’s face it, a gardener faces a long list of 
demands that onions present. For example, you 
must plant the onion plants, not the little sets or 

bulbs. And onions demand to be planted early, 
like the last week of March, or the first week of 
April. The quality and size of the onion shrinks if 
planted as late as the last two weeks of May. The 
onion demands water, lots of it, from the day you 
plant them until about a week before you harvest 
them. Never allow the soil to dry out, and always 
water them with a soaker hose, a drip system, or 
as I do, utilizing ditch irrigation.

The onion demands a bit of fertilizer, like a side 
dressing of 10-10-10 granular, applied about three 
weeks after planting. An onion patch demands a 
weedless environment. Weeds are probably the 
most serious deterrent to growing a successful 
crop of onions.

Finally onions demand a timely harvest. When 
they are through growing, they flop over, without 
help from you. Continue watering them for anoth-
er week or so, until the ends of the leaves begin 
to brown. Onions demand to be properly stored, 
and do not cut off the tops until you are ready to 
use them.

I enjoy the challenges that onions demand. My 
earliest ones the Texas Supersweets, are already in 
storage. The Red Candy Apple will be harvested 
tomorrow. The big white Sierra Blanca, and the 
amazing Candy onions are still growing. A suc-
cessful onion crop is extremely satisfying. Accept 
the challenge next spring!
