Council tables resolution for sales tax ballot

After questioning the wisdom of
taking swift action on the matter, the
Norton City Council tabled a resolu-
tion Wednesday evening to place a .75
percent sales tax on a Nov. 6 ballot to
potentially fund a new swimming pool
for the city of Norton.

As the city’s bond underwriter, Rick

Farmers may be
eligible to apply
for emergency
agriculture loans

Farm Services Agency loan officer
Pat Bohl has reported that farmers in
Decatur, Norton, and Phillips Counties
who have suffered crop or livestock
losses due to drought from January 1,
2012 and continuing may now apply
for Farm Service Agency emergency
loans

Loans covering physical and/or pro-
duction losses may be made at a 3.75
percent interest rate, and are scheduled
for repayment as rapidly as feasible,
consistent with the applicant’s reason-
able ability to pay.

Loans covering physical losses may
be used to replace installations, equip-
ment, livestock, or buildings (including
homes), lost through this disaster.

Loans covering production losses
may be used to buy feed, seed, fertil-
izer, livestock, or to make payments on
real estate and chattel debts. Funds can
also be used for other essential operat-
ing and living expenses.

To be eligible for an emergency disas-
ter loan, an applicant must be operating
a family size farm or ranch, must be un-
able to get credit elsewhere, and must
have suffered a qualifying physical and/
or production loss from the disaster.

Farmers who suffered at least a 30
percent reduction to at least one crop-
ping enterprise may have a qualifying
production loss. Emergency disaster
production loss loans cover 100 percent
of qualifying losses.

Farmers and ranchers that think they
may be eligible should contact the Nor-
ton County Farm Services Agency Of-
fice at 11506 Pineview Drive, Norton,
Kansas 67654 or call 785-877-5156
for additional information and how to

apply.

Ensz of Cooper, Malone, McClain met
with the council Wednesday evening
and presented a resolution that will al-
low the .75 percent sales tax on the bal-
lot, which is the amount that the coun-
cil has voted to propose to fund the
potential pool construction project.

According to the resolution, if voters
approve the sales tax, collection will
begin April 1, 2013 and end 20 years
after that date.

Some members of the council, how-
ever, questioned whether or not the de-
cision should be made by resolution in-
stead of by an ordinance, which would
give citizens more time to voice their
opinions on the proposed tax.

“We’ve told the public that we would

do this by ordinance, which requires
three readings,” said council member
Jerry Moritz. “If we pass a resolution
tonight, we’re not doing what we said
we would do. The public should be
given time to comment.”

Norton City Attorney Karen Griffiths
explained that the city’s bond council,
Gilmore and Bell, P.C., who also pre-
pared the resolution, is recommending
that the matter proceed through resolu-
tion instead of by ordinance.

Council member Donna Foley also
spoke up in favor of moving forward
with the resolution, citing occasions
when the matter was previously dis-
cussed.

“We’ve already directed bond coun-

cil to draft the resolution,” Foley said.
“This is the fourth time we’ve ad-
dressed this at council and I don’t think
we’re doing this too fast. We’ve been
working on this since 2009.”

After some discussion of the pro-
posed timeline and the logistics of
resolutions and ordinances, the coun-
cil agreed that even if the resolution is
tabled until the next council meeting, it
will not push the timeline too far back.

Council member Jerry Jones mo-
tioned to table the resolution until the
council’s Aug. 1 meeting. The motion
carried with members Harriett Gill and
Donna Foley opposing the decision.
