It is summertime—and time
for a cool glass of lemonade. It
would be a special treat to have
the lemonade served from one
of the elegant Victorian Lemon-
ade Sets displayed at the Norton
Public Library. These sets are
from the collection of Jim and
Marla Ruth.

They began collecting over 30
years ago by going to auctions
and in the 1990s began shopping
on e-bay. They have always en-
joyed collecting antiques, how-
ever Victorian colored glass in
one of their favorites.

The pitcher and glass sets in
the display include some made
by Fenton Glass Company,
Northwood Glass Company and
the Phoenix Glass Company.
They are over 100 years old—
ranging from 1885 to 1910.

In another display case you
will find an interesting collec-
tion of North American Indian
Tools; the collection of John
Metcalf. He started hunting In-
dian artifacts at five years of
age, after finding a projectile
while hoeing in the garden. This
find started him excavating for
artifacts.

All of the artifacts in this dis-
play were surface with the ex-
ception of the beads and articles
in the circle, which are from a
grave that washed out of a river
bank.

The artifacts in this display
were found at sites in Graham,
Norton and Decatur counties.
John is 78 years old, and still
hunts; however, not when it is
this hot! He has been associ-
ated with digs in several states.
He has given three collections
to museums and different state
institutions.

He had the oppor-
tunity to meet Anatoly Karpov,
who was the world champion
from 1975 to 1985. The high-
light of the tournament was to
play against the Russian team.

Chess club
usually meets on Wednesday,
after school, until 5 p.m. Sum-
mer hours vary. The club wel-
comes new members.

Tomato growers need to apply patience

This business of searing heat
and lack of fruit-set on tomato
plants is beginning to get on
my nerves! The very thought of
many more days of triple digit
temperatures makes you won-
der if we’re going to have any
semblance of a tomato crop at
all this summer. Most of us have
lots of blooms, the plants show
good growth and good color,
and the blooms just fall off. You
know the routine. As of July
20th, there have been 20 days of
100 degree heat on my garden.

So, I decided to try to get to
the bottom of what we can ex-
pect from our tomato crop for
the rest of the summer by go-
ing straight to the top to consult
with those who know more than
I do about such problems. Noted
Whitehouse gardener Michelle
Obama was out of town, so [
made contact with a couple of
other folks who might be able to
offer some semblance of hope
for the crop.

One of my contacts was Shir-
ley Buller, longtime Master
Gardener, former greenhouse
operator, and current columnist
whose “Hoe and Tell” garden
column appears in at least 15
southwest and northern Okla-
homa weekly newspapers. Shir-
ley gardens big time just outside
of Montezuma, south of Dodge
City. Her column covers just
about every facet of gardening
from flowers and vegetables
to fruit trees, shrubbery, and
lawns. Last summer, Southwest
Kansas experienced more than
30 days of triple digit tempera-
tures, and tomatoes suffered
greatly. Shirley told me that her
plants never recovered, despite
careful summer attention, and
she eventually pulled up the
plants at the end of September.
She said there had been other
summers of intense heat when
the tomatoes survived and pro-
duced well when temperatures
finally cooled in late summer.
Shirley added that she was go-
ing to try to be patient in hopes
of a decent harvest when things
cooled down a bit.

I also had an Email visit with
a young extension horticulturist
from Salina, Jason Graves, who
writes a widely read weekly
garden column in the Thursday
edition of the Salina Journal’s
“Home and Garden” page. Jason
told me that once the tempera-
tures “settle down,” the blos-
soms will begin to set fruit again

and should grow to harvestable
size before the first frost. He
said he had experimented the
last couple of years by giving
his indeterminate plants a light
pruning during the hot part of the
season. The idea was to encour-
age new growth on the plant that
would encourage fruit-set rather
than plant growth. Jason added
that even without pruning, he
was confident that most plants
would return to production once
temperatures return to a proper
range.

I find myself somewhat en-
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couraged, and will continue
to carefully tend to my tomato
patch, heat or cold. Surely, Al
Gore not withstanding, cooler
air and maybe even a few sprin-
kles of rain will favor us soon.
As Shirley Buller told me, gar-
deners are made of tough stuff,
and even if we end up on the
losing end, you know we will
put out another crop next spring,
as if nothing was amiss.

To all tomato growers, pa-
tience is the key word. Things
WILL get better in the back-
yard.
