than it is and get the offi ce run-
ning more effi ciently,” she said. 
“Employees need to be cross 
trained for multiple duties so 
that when someone is out of the 
offi ce, everyone is able to take 
over and help the customers 
who visit the offi ce.” 

Durham also explained that 
she wanted to try to expand the 
driver and motor vehicle ser-
vices offered through the trea-
surer’s offi ce. 

“If the state allows it, I’d like 
to offer full service for testing 
for permits and driver’s licens-
es, even if it is just one day a 
month,” she said. “The public 
also needs to be made aware of 
exactly what services the county 
offers and where they need to go 
for services that aren’t offered 
here.” 

The candidate said some of 
her goals also include being as 
savvy with technology as pos-
sible, building a network with 
other county treasurers and com-

municating well with the people 
who make decisions from the 
state level. 

Some of Durham’s leader-
ship experience includes being 
a member of PEO, former trea-
surer for the American Legion 
Auxiliary, former Finance Chair 
for UMC,  involvement with Re-
lay For Life, the American Red 
Cross, being a Court Appointed 
Special Advocate and being an 
Education Advocate volunteer.

surers do business, especially in regards to tech-
nology. 

In 2000, for example, the county got new tax 
software with a bar code system for tax receipts. 
In 2008, she said, Norton County took on in-
structional permit licenses, which allowed more 
services to be offered in the county instead of re-
quiring citizens to drive to Phillipsburg for driver 
services. 

“That was a customer service program we real-
ly needed,” Linner explained. “Now surrounding 
counties are calling us about sending their citizens 
to Norton County for the services they can’t get 
elsewhere.”

In addition, Linner said, this year has brought 
some changes to motor vehicle services through 
the county, including a new system for register-
ing vehicles in the county. That system upgrade is 
ongoing in Norton County. 

Running a successful treasurer’s offi ce while 
continually learning new technology and pro-
grams, Linner said, is part of why she would like 
to continue in her position as county treasurer. 

“I feel like I’ve done a good job with all the 
changes,” she said. “We have experienced some 
slowdown in completion time, but that is a state-
wide issue and it is getting better. With all of the 
changes in how we do things, ‘changing the guard’ 
may not be in the citizens’ best interest.” 

Linner said along with dealing with continual 
change, she has helped reduce the delinquent tax 
list by communicating with the citizens of Norton 
County. 

“When I took offi ce, the delinquent tax list was 
much longer than it is now,” she said. “When 
someone doesn’t pay their taxes, I call them to see 
if they have simply forgotten. It is often a simple 
oversight and people often pay as soon as I re-
mind them.”

To go along with her professional experience, 
Linner is a representative for the county to the 
Kansas County Treasurer’s Association and she 
has been involved in Norton County Leadership. 
She is also involved in helping with the Elmwood 
Park Speedway and the Norton Motocross track.
