Victoria has won the K-18 State Baseball Tournament for the 
first time in the 61 year history of the tournament, which is played 
annually in Lucas.

The finals were held on Tuesday and Victoria defeated Osborne 
11-6 to win the championship and complete a perfect, undefeated 
season. Osborne was also unbeaten entering the championship 
game.

In the third place game played first on Tuesday, Beloit defeated 
Belleville 11-2. 

Norton lost their tournament opening game to Beloit and Beloit 
lost their semi-final game to Victoria.

Osborne reached the finals by defeating Colby in their opener 
and Belleville in the semi-finals. 

School personnel - including 
nurses, teachers and administra-
tors - interested in helping their 
students adopt healthy habits 
have until Oct. 15 to apply for 
a Healthy Habits for Life grant 
from the Blue Cross and Blue 
Shield of Kansas Foundation.

During the past six years, the 
foundation has awarded 441 
grants in excess of $425,000, 
including $150,000 distribut-
ed in December 2011. School 
personnel have used those dol-
lars to purchase nutritional and 
wellness curriculum, healthy 
snacks, pedometers for walk-
ing programs and heart rate 
monitors for physical education 
classes.

Other schools have used funds 
for health fairs, playground 
equipment or to purchase Nin-
tendo Wii game systems to keep 
children active when inclement 
weather keeps them inside for 
recess.

The foundation encourages 
school nurses, physical educa-
tion, health, and family and con-
sumer science teachers, athletic 
directors, principals and other 
school personnel to apply for a 
Healthy Habits for Life grant.

The maximum grant amount 
is $1,000 and grants are limited 

to one per school. Healthy Hab-
its for Life grants are available 
in the service area of the foun-
dation which includes all Kan-
sas counties except Johnson and 
Wyandotte.

Applications must be post-
marked or received no later than 
Oct. 15 with the funds distrib-
uted in mid-December. Grant 
recipients can use the funds for 
programs offered during the 
2013 calendar year.

The Beef Cattle Institute at 
Kansas State University has 
launched Youth Animal Care 
Training, an online program at 
www.animalcaretraining.org/
Youth/.

The program targets high 
school age and younger youth 
who can complete web-based 
training modules. The modules 
focus on animal husbandry and 
welfare, food safety and envi-
ronmental stewardship. Thanks 
to support from BCI sponsors, 
the Youth Animal Care Training 
modules are free of charge.

The institute previously 
launched the Animal Care 
Training website www.animal-
caretraining.org, which is de-
signed to be informative and in-
teractive for adults who handle 
livestock.

Modeled after previously suc-
cessful programs such as Beef 
Quality Assurance, Humane 
Equine Management and Dairy 
Animal Care and Quality As-
surance , for which over 10,000 

people have registered and 
8,200 have earned certification, 
the Youth Animal Care Training 
program is designed to educate 
youth involved in the animal ag-
riculture industry about proper 
animal welfare protocol. The 
program can also serve to em-
power children and teens to be a 

role model for their peers.
The institute has issued 

more than 170 youth certifica-
tions since the youth program’s 
launch in February 2012. It was 
designed to demonstrate the im-
portance of exposing children to 
best management practices.

Online program available for animal training

Next Monday, Aug. 6, a job 
to repave a portion of U.S. 36 
Highway in Phillips County will 
begin.

Starting at the east city limits 
of Phillipsburg and continuing 
east to the Smith County line, 
workers will resurface 14 miles 

of the highway.
The project will begin with 

contractors milling three inches 
of existing pavement, and then 
inlaying 2.5 inches of new as-
phalt material. An additional 
1.5-inch lift of asphalt will be 
laid down to complete the pav-
ing operation. 

The roadway will receive cen-
ter-line rumble strips as part of 
the new construction. 

Flaggers and a pilot car opera-
tion will guide one-lane traffic 
through the work zone during 
daylight hours. Delays of 15 
minutes or less will be expected 
through the construction time 
frame. The public should plan 
their travels accordingly.
