
“You learn every time you do 
something,” Durham said. “I’m 
happy for the experience.” 

Several positions on the pri-
mary ballot were unopposed, 
including County Clerk, County 
Attorney, Register of Deeds 
and Sheriff. Norton County 
Clerk Robert Wyatt received 
947 votes and County Attorney 
Doug Sebelius took 859 votes. 
Register of Deeds Wanda Vin-
cent garnered 1,008 votes and 
Sheriff Troy Thomson took 985 
votes. 

The winning commissioners, 
along with the unopposed of-
ficials, will also be included on 
the November general election 
ballot.

On the state side of the elec-
tion, local candidate John Miller 
lost his bid for state senate in the 
40th district against incumbent 
Ralph Ostmeyer. Ostmeyer, a 
Republican incumbent, will 
square off against Democratic e 

Allen Schmidt in the November 
general election. 

For US Representative in the 
first district, Republican incum-
bent Tim Huelskamp ran unop-
posed in the general election, 
taking 895 votes. 

The Kansas House 110th dis-
trict saw Republican candidate 
Travis Couture-Lovelady take 
856 votes while Democratic 
candidate Phillip Martin re-
ceived 91 votes. The two will 
face off in the November gen-
eral election. 

Voter turnout in the primary 
election totaled 36 percent with 
1,211 of 3,325 registered voters 
participating. The highest voter 
turnout, at 60 percent, came 
from the Harrison Township 
portion of the county.

With the city of Norton, the 
highest voter turnout was Ward 
II with 33 percent. Ward I 
showed 28 percent and Ward III 
showed 31 percent.

The conservation plan is pro-
vided free of charge and you 
will be ready to signup for Farm 
Bill programs as they are an-
nounced.
Value of a Conservation Plan

Taking the time to invest in 
the development of a conser-
vation plan allows producers 
to combine their farming skills 
with science-based knowledge 
and the skill of the conserva-
tion planner. With alternatives 
provided by the service planner, 
producers can select the best 
possible combination of conser-
vation practices to meet natural 
resource needs and individual 
management production goals. 
Additional benefits of a con-
servation plan include helping 
producers meet environmental 
regulations, qualify for various 
department conservation pro-
grams, and establish a reason-
able schedule for applying need-
ed conservation practices that 
fits a producer’s timeline and 
available resources. Address-

ing resource concerns through 
a comprehensive conservation 
plan can also boost the financial 
value of the land itself for the 
future.
