When Jesus used just a 
few loaves of bread and a 
few fish to feed the 5000, 
it took the people back to 
the time of their ances-
tors, those whom God had 
released from slavery in 
Egypt.  They remembered 
how Moses fed them in the 
wilderness with the manna 
that God provided from 
heaven.  They had visions 
of Jesus doing the same 
thing,  so much so that they 
wanted to make Him king.  
The problem was that they 
were selectively remem-
bering their history.

To be sure, the Israelites 
ate manna in a wilderness 
that was otherwise short 
on food.  The manna was 
nutritious, and it satisfied 
their hunger.  But they re-
ally didn’t like it.  What 
the Israelites longed for, 
amazingly, was the food 
they ate when they were 
enslaved:  fish, cucum-
bers, melons, etc.  Out 
in the wilderness manna.  
For 40 years, they ate this 
food from God, and for 
40 years they despised it, 
even though they were no 
longer slaves.

The people of Jesus’ time 
were essentially asking 
for “manna”, in this case, 
food provided by Jesus.  No 
doubt, however, that these 
folks would have gotten tired 
of the food Jesus provided, 

just like their ancestors did.  
Knowing this, Jesus offers 
them something else:  “I am 
the bread of life.”  He offers 
Himself, who would die for 
the sin of the word and who 
would rise from the dead. 

Now, this isn’t what the 
people came to Jesus seek-
ing.  They wanted some-
thing that would satisfy 
their immediate desires.  
They had eaten the food 
Jesus provided, and after 
getting hungry again, they 
wanted more.  Jesus of-
fers Himself so that they 
would hunger and thirst 
no more.  He is the true 
bread that comes down 
from heaven.

This caused even more 
grumbling among the 
people.  So finally, Jesus 
lays it on the line:  “Your 
fathers ate the manna in 
the wilderness, and they 
died…I am the living 
bread that came down 
from heaven.  If anyone 
eats of this bread, he will 
live forever” (John 6:49-
41 ESV). 

We have this bread of 
life when we believe that 
Jesus really did die on the 
cross for the forgiveness 
of our sins and that He 
really did rise from the 
dead.  Through these we 
have everlasting life, and 
Jesus will raise us up on 
the last day. 
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This phrase speaks of a time when the youth of our 
country were dedicated to nature, peace, and simplicity. 
That generation of “baby boomers” came of age and 
has now parented a new generation, the leaders of 
tomorrow in a complex and state-of-the-art world.  
As we rush about trying to keep up with everything, 
let’s remember the basic ideals of a simple life. Have 
an appreciation of the beauty of the gifts God has 
given us. Each generation can take the opportunity  
to praise the Creator and participate in worship.  
Remember that God’s gifts to us are forever priceless.
