Terrell Lane

The former all-state running back from Norton,
Terrell Lane fit right in with the Hutchinson Blue
Dragons of the Kansas Jayhawk Community Col-
lege Conference in his freshman season last year.
He was the second leading rusher for the team,
picking up 461 yards and averaging 6.3 yards per
carry.

He scored nine touchdowns, including two runs
of 60 or more yards, one going for 85 yards. Ter-
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rell also excelled on special teams where he had
a punt return for a touchdown and averaged 16.2
yards per kickoff return. He also blocked two
punts.
He is going into the fall as the starting tailback.
The 5’117, 220 pound Terrell was an all-state,
all-league performer who lettered for four years at

A four-year letterman, he was
one of the leading tacklers on the Blue Jays’ 9-1
season in 2010.
