
Adrian J. Polansky, State 
Executive Director of the US 
Department of Agriculture 
Kansas Farm Service Agency, 
has announced that the agency 
is reaching out to minority and 
women farmers who want to 
purchase or operate a family-
size farm.

For farm loan purposes, the 
agency defines an eligible per-
son as one of a group whose 
members have been subjected 
to racial, ethnic, or gender prej-
udice because of their identity 
as members of a group without 
regard to their individual quali-
ties.

FSA FLP - Minority and Wom-
en Farmers and Ranchers 

-A beginning farmer or ranch-
er is defined as someone who:

-Has not operated a farm or 
ranch for more than 10 years

-Does not own a farm or ranch 
greater than 30 percent of the 
median size farm

-Meets the loan eligibility 
requirements of the program to 
which he/she is applying

-Substantially participate in 
the operation

-If applying for a farm own-
ership loan, must have partici-
pated in a farm for at least three 
years

While funding is targeted for 
loans to socially disadvantaged 
applicants and beginning farm-
ers, loan approval is neither au-
tomatic nor guaranteed.  In Fis-
cal Year 2011, Kansas obligated 
$8,316,818 for a total of 131 
loans to qualified farmers un-
der the Socially Disadvantaged 
Persons Loan Program.  We 
also obligated $45,685,152 for 
a total of 512 loans to qualified 
farmers under the Beginning 
Farmer Program.

Applicants must be U.S citi-
zens, have a satisfactory history 
of meeting credit obligations, 
have sufficient education, train-
ing or experience managing or 
operating a farm, possess legal 
capacity to incur debt; and be 
unable to obtain credit else-
where.

In addition to direct loans, the 
agency can provide loan guar-
antees to commercial lenders.  
Guaranteed loans may be made 
by any lending institution sub-

ject to Federal or state supervi-
sion (banks, savings and loans, 
and units of the Farm Credit 
System).  The agency typically 
can guarantee up to 95 percent 
of the loan against any loss that 
might be incurred if the loan 
fails. 

Applicants can use operat-
ing loans to purchase livestock, 
equipment, feed, seed or pay 
other business related expens-
es. Operating loans are usually 
repaid in one to seven years.  
Ownership loans provide capital 
to purchase or enlarge a farm, 
construct or improve buildings; 
promote soil and water conser-
vation and pay closing costs. 
Direct ownership loan terms are 
up to 40 years.  Guaranteed loan 
terms are established by the 
lender.

To assist retiring farmers with 
intergenerational transfers, the 
agency also announced a new 
program called the Land Con-
tract Guarantee Program.  It pro-
vides a valuable tool to transfer 
farm real estate to the next gen-
eration of farmers.  Guarantees 
can be offered to the owner of a 
farm who wishes to sell real es-

tate through a land contract to a 
beginning farmer or farmer who 
is a member of a SDA group.  
The guarantee provides an in-
centive to sell to individuals in 
these groups as it reduces the 
financial risk to the seller due to 

the buyer default on the contract 
payments.
