
Norton City/County Economic De-
velopment announced last Wednes-
day that an additional $100,000 in tax 
credits for the Norton County NetWork 
Kansas E-Community Loan Fund has 
been allocated. The added tax credits 
will result in $133,333 to be used to 
help further the community’s efforts 
to provide additional capital to Norton 
County businesses.

In 2011, Norton County was select-
ed as an Entrepreneurship Commu-
nity and was awarded $125,000 in tax 
credits, which after sold, translated to 
$166,667 in loan funds. A small por-
tion, 5 percent, was used to market and 
promote the program. “Three business-
es applied for and received $45,000 

each from this fund,” said Economic 
Development Director Scott Sproul.  
“That left us with a minimum amount 
to help other businesses, and I’m confi-
dent we’ll be able to use the additional 
funds to develop new businesses and 
help existing businesses.”

This E-Community fund was de-
signed to act as a gap financing mecha-
nism which would allow a project to 
move forward with additional match-
ing capital.

Norton County has until Dec. 14  to 
sell the additional tax credits. These 
are 75 percent tax credits, and county 
leaders encourage anyone interested in 
purchasing tax credits to talk to their 
accountant to see if these tax credits 

would be beneficial to their financial 
situation.

The NetWork Kansas E-Community 
designation came about in Norton Coun-
ty when the county assembled a local 
leadership team of representatives from 
throughout the county to apply for con-
sideration during the 2011 competition 
round. The team included Jon Boxler, 
Diana Smith, Gloria Nelson, Maggie 
Ellis, Wally Burton and John Milnes.  
To apply, the team submitted a written 
application in August 2011 and after 
an interview and application approval, 
Norton County was designated as an E-
Community. 

During the first four years of  the 
E-Community partnership, more than 
$4.7 million have been raised. These 
funds are estimated to generate more 
than $33 million of investment in rural 
businesses across Kansas. The E-Com-
munity  partnership is based on two fun-
damental principles. In order for rural 
and distressed communities to survive, 
they must grow from within by foster-
ing local leadership; and organizations 
involved in community development 
need to empower businesses with the 
assets they need to succeed, including 
education, expertise and economic re-
sources.

Thanks to the generosity of the foun-
dation, leaders with the City of Norton 
have announced that the city has re-
ceived $90,000 in grant funding from 
the Dane G. Hansen Foundation. 

Norton City Administrator Rob Law-
son reported last Wednesday that the 
city received notification that the foun-
dation has awarded a $75,000 grant and 
a $15,000 grant from the foundation. 

The $15,000 is earmarked for the 
city’s fire department and the $90,000 
can be used in any way the city chooses 
as long as it benefits the community as 
a whole. 

While the city council will need to de-
cide how to best spend the grant fund-
ing, some possible ideas include park 
improvements, playground equipment, 
or downtown beautification. 

Lawson said the city did not apply for 
the grant funding and leaders did not know 
the money was going to be awarded. 

“This is just out of the goodness of 
their hearts,” he said. “The council may 
decide to ask for public input on the 
best way to spend this generous gift.”
