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Huskies lose to Longhorns at Kensington

By Mike Stephens
mstephens@nwkansas.com
The Northern Valley Huskies

traveled to Kensington on Fri-
day, and suffered a big loss at
the hands of the Thunder Ridge
Longhorns, 60-14.

The Huskies are accustomed
to rushing for 300 yards or
more against their opponents
to win the game. Against Thun-
der Ridge, it was the other way
around. The Longhorns rushed
34 times for 305 yards for a 9.0
yard per carry average. The Hus-
kies managed only 101 yards
on 17 carries for a 5.9 yard per
carry average. The dominance
of the Longhorns running game
was also evident in the number
of plays they ran, 39, compared
to the Huskies 27 plays.

Huskies head coach Chuck
Fessenden was direct and to the
point, explaining his team’s lop-

By DICK BOYD
nortontelegram@nwkansas.com
The 2012 season for the Nor-

ton Community High School
volleyball team ended on Satur-
day with a loss to No.l seeded
Southeast of Saline in the Class
3A Sub-State Volleyball Tour-
nament in Gypsum.

Coach Kevin Jilka’s Lady
Jay squad entered the tourna-
ment seeded No.8 with an §8-24
record. The Southeast of Saline
team had a 26-8 record and they
went on to win the tournament.

After defeating Norton 25-
14, 25-14, they outscored No.4
seed Phillipsburg 25-21, 26-24
in the semi-finals and defeated
No.3 seed Salina Sacred Heart
11-25, 25-23, 25-22 to win the
championship.

Southeast of Saline will ad-
vance to the Class 3A State Vol-
leyball Tournament, which will
begin Friday in the Bicentennial
Center in Salina.

“We thought our girls com-
peted very well, even though
we lost,” said coach Jilka.
“Southeast of Saline doesn’t
make many mistakes and that
is why they were the No.l seed
and are going on to the state
tournament.

“Our girls passed the ball and
served very well against them
and we played very hard. Also,
we played more consistent than
we had been doing throughout
the year.

“Our seniors will be greatly
missed as they did a tremen-

sided loss.

“We could not handle their
size advantage on either side of
the ball,” said Fessenden.

The Longhorns scored on a 4
yard touchdown run from Gar-
rett Krueger at the 9:35 mark of
the first quarter. Krueger passed
to Miner for the 2-point conver-
sion, 8-0 Longhorns.

Thunder Ridge scored again
3:15 later when Trent Rietzke
found the end zone from five
yards out, the PAT failed but the
Longhorns led 14-0.

Early in the second quarter,
the Huskies offense was sparked
with a 19 yard touchdown strike
from junior quarterback Hunter
Chandler to senior end Tyson
Callaway. Phillip Bryant rushed
for the conversion and the Hus-
kies were within six, 14-8.

The Longhorns responded
quickly, as in 50 seconds later.

Running back Trevor Lowe
burned the Huskies defense on a
49 yard touchdown run. Rietzke
ran for the conversion and the
Huskies trailed 22-8.

On the following possession
the Huskies ground game struck
big. Junior running back Jordan
Baird returned the favor, torch-
ing the Longhorns defense for
a 65 yard touchdown run. The
PAT failed but the Huskies were
within eight points, 22-14.

Unfortunately, for the Hus-
kies, that was their last score
in the game as the Longhorns
pulled away scoring five unan-
swered touchdowns.

Still in the second quarter,
Longhorns running back Trev-
or Lowe broke loose for a 70
yard run and the score. Rietzke
rushed for the 2-point conver-
sion, 30-14 Longhorns.

Then it was Rietzke scor-

ing from three yards out at the
5:26 mark of the second quarter.
Krueger passed to Lowe for the
conversion and the Longhorns
led 38- 14.

If the Huskies had any hopes
of a second half comeback they
were dashed with less than a
minute remaining in the half.

The Longhorns’ Lowe capped
another scoring drive with a six
yard run. The PAT failed but
the Huskies deficit grew to 30
points, 44-14.

Twenty two seconds later,
Longhorns running back Greg
Yoxall exploited the Huskies
defense for a 35 yard touch-
down run. Rietzke rushed for
the conversion to end a domi-
nating first half performance by
Thunder Ridge. The Huskies
trailed at halftime by 38 points,
52-14.

Coach Fessenden explained

how the Longhorns running
game was so effective against
the Huskies defense.

“We were able to hit their full-
back at the line of scrimmage
but he was able to run over and
through our tacklers.” said Fes-
senden.

The Longhorns wasted little
time putting the game to an end.
At 11:03 of the third quarter,
Rietzke muscled in from the 1
yard line and Lowe ran in for
the 2-point conversion giving
the Longhorns a 46 point lead,
60-14, to end the contest.

Baird led the Huskies in rush-
ing with 81 yards on seven car-
ries, Bryant rushed for 16 yards
on six carries and Chandler
rushed for four yards on four
carries.

“Offensively, their defensive
ends were keeping us from get-
ting to the outside,” said Fes-
