Knowing they were num-
bered we made every day pre-
cious. God has a plan for every 
life, and though it differs from 
ours, His plan is always best.  
Believing and accepting His 
plan can make our venture into 
autumn and winter peaceful, 
even as we face an unknown de-
parture date.

Each time I read the Norton 
Telegram obituary column, fa-
miliar names and faces appear 
as my generation of friends 
depart.  Selfishly I miss them 
from my life, yet I know it is 
to their benefit.  These last few 
weeks have been especially sad 
as several dear old friends and 
acquaintances have appeared 
in that final column. Our own 

mortality is continually brought 
to mind as we check ages and 
accomplishments and wonder 
what we will leave behind.  Will 
anyone remember us?

Fellow Telegram employee 
VonLee Fowler, once told me 
she had written her own obitu-
ary and tucked under her blot-
ter on her desk, just so no one 
could write foolish and flowery 
tributes in it. When Von wrote 
up obituaries, they were always 
very straight forward with no 
details about hobbies or fond 
family stories.  She advocated 
newspaper writing in the “Jack 
Webb style” - just the facts.  
Around the office she joked 
about dancing on her coffin to 
“I Wish I Could Shimmy Like 
My Sister, Kate”.  I don’t sup-
pose that happened, but, Von, I 
sure would have loved to see it!  
Thank you for all you taught me 
about sentence structure, style, 
manners and how to keep one’s 
head above water in the floods 
of circumstance.

Farewell, also, to Alberta By-
rum Slaby, a tireless worker for 
her family, in her teaching ca-
reer, in her church and in com-
munity activities.  Volunteer ex-
traordinaire, she was involved in 
every project that came along to 
benefit and beautify Norton.  As 
a fund raiser she could squeeze 
blood out of a turnip, raising 
money for the theatre, the arts 
council, the cemetery project 

and so many more.  Norton will 
truly miss her contributions and 
enthusiastic encouragement.

Bob Madden was both atlas 
and encyclopedia of all there 
was to know about the jungle of 
pipes, conduits, wires and tubes 
under Norton’s brick streets.  I 
hope he drew a map for the fel-
low who follows him. Patty 
Jensen could sling hash with 
the best of them and put up with 
training many a kid on their 
first job flipping burgers. Those 
two folks taught my kids some 
tough lessons about surviving in 
the working world.  Each person 
has their own talents; it’s how 
they’re shared that makes a dif-
ference.

I know that when the next Nor-
ton Telegram arrives I will learn 
of more passings.  Memories 
will flood in of the days when 
I knew them well, talked with 
them at the post office, shared 
a meal, played bridge or helped 
them at the paper or the library, 
worshiped and witnessed with 
some, and yes, I may be sad but 
I will rejoice for their good for-
tune in going home to their re-
wards.

Be assured, blessed believers, 
when our number comes up and 
our golden ticket is punched, 
our weary winter will blossom 
into glorious springtime with 
God.

On October 29, treasurers for 
candidates running for state and 
county office will file their pre-
general election campaign re-
ports. In addition, on November 
1, a report of last minute contri-
butions will also be filed by any 
state or local candidate who re-
ceived any contributions in the 
amount of $300 or more. These 
reports are a matter of public re-
cord. County candidate reports 
are available for review in the 
County Clerk/County Election 
Office in which the candidate is 
on the ballot. Candidates for state 
office file their reports only with 
the Secretary of State. These re-
ports contain the names of most 
contributors and the amounts of 
their contributions as well as in-
formation as to how campaign 
funds are spent.

The office of the County 
Clerk/County Election Officer 
will have local candidate re-
ceipts and expenditures reports 
available for review during their 
regular business hours. State 
candidate reports can be viewed 
on the Commission’s website at 
http://www.kansas.gov/ethics.
