Right on target

The fi nal item on the commissioners’ 
agenda last week was a visit with Brian 
Foster of B&G Consulting. Mr. Foster 
works with the county helping them with 
KDHE regulations in reference to the Nor-
ton County Landfi ll.

Mr. Foster informed the commission-
ers that it was time to design a landfi ll cell 
since the construction and debris site is al-
most fi lled to capacity. In order to do this 
the commissioners needed to initiate phase 
four and phase fi ve, and this is to receive 
new bids for a 260 foot pit and a 220 foot pit 
that will need to be dug. Foster recommend-
ed getting the bids in by February or March 
which would allow contractors to work the 
job into their summer schedule instead of 
having them rushed to get right on the job 

and have it done quickly. By allowing the 
extra time the bids might be lower.

Commissioner Carolyn Applegate moved 
to initiate the designing and planning for 
phase four and fi ve. Richard Thomson sec-
onded the motion and it passed to start the 
process.

Other items that Foster brought to the 
commissioners included the fact that KDHE 
is asking for an update on the construction 
and debris part of the landfi ll. The KDHE 
wants a survey done to update the old one. 
Foster suggested that this can be done dur-
ing the planning and designing of phases 
four and fi ve and that way the survey is in-
cluded which makes it more cost effective 
in the long run.

Mr. Foster also reported that KDHE was 
wanting operating plans for the landfi ll. The 
current plans are old. He offered to help 

write these.
The next topic of conversation Foster said 

he planned on having with the commission-
ers would pertain to permit modifi cation. 
This modifi cation would consist of chang-
ing the plan of having three pits to only one 
pit. This would provide 25 percent more ca-
pacity and nine to ten years longer life of 
the pit. No public notices would have to be 
published for this modifi cation and would 
maximize space that has already been per-
mitted. 

Mr. Foster left the meeting to visit the 
landfi ll himself and to later meet with Com-
missioner John Miller to review every-
thing.

The meeting was then called into execu-
tive session due to an acquisition of prop-
erty issue.

Insurance representative reports 
on county employee policies

Charles Krull, a representative from Blue Cross 
and Blue Shield, addressed the Norton County 
Commissioners last week.

He stated that Norton County currently had 64 
employees covered by his company, 40 single 
policies, two for the employee and their children, 
12 for the employee and their spouse and ten poli-
cies that covered the whole family. Along with 
this information, Krull reported that there would 
not be a refund to the county this year due to a 
78.48 loss.

 With the Healthcare Reform, a summary of ben-
efi t coverages must be either emailed or mailed to 
the county employees no later then December 1 
of this year. All benefi t summaries should be uni-
form, and all look alike. Krull stated that there 

were no cuts or benefi ts reduced. He also stated 
that there will be no co-pay; it all will go toward 
the deductible and then 100% of the bills will be 
paid. 

As for the Health Reimbursement Account, the 
county can not pay less then 5 percent of what 
they are paying now and for Preventative Services 
coverage, 100 percent will be paid.

There will be a .4 percent decrease in total pre-
mium for next year so to maintain Grandfather 
status prices of the policies will change, with a 
single policy going down $6.48, a policy for the 
employee and their spouse goes down $13.98, 
for an employee and their children it goes up 
$18.83 and for a family policy it will also increase 
$11.32. 

Employees should expect their summary of 
benefi ts by December 1.

helps to build a network of con-
tacts, which is invaluable.”

Our county commission-
ers are always on the job, at 
home, at work, at the grocery 
store and, as expected, at the 
commissioners meetings every 
Monday morning. The certifi ed 
training required consists of ten 
hours in the Introduction to the 
Commissioners job, fi ve hours 
of Financial Management, fi ve 
hours of County Budgeting 
Basics, fi ve hours of County 

Government and the Law and 
fi ve hours of Leadership for a 
Productive County Workforce. 
They are also required to re-
ceive fi ve hours of Building an 
Effective County Team, fi ve 
hours of Effective Management 
of Intergovernmental Relations, 
fi ve hours of Ethical Citizen 
Commissioners and three hours 
of Ethical Consideration for 
County Commissioners. 

As you can see, it is so much 
more then people realize. There 
are training, meetings, trips, 
time from family and work. Our 
county commissioners give so 
much and ask little in return in 
hopes of making where we live 
a better place.
