Buying goodies...
The American Cancer 

Society marks the 37th Great 
American Smokeout on Nov. 
15 by encouraging smokers to 
use the date to make a plan to 
quit. The Society provides tips 
and tools online at cancer.org to 
help smokers quit tobacco for 
good. An estimated one billion 
people worldwide will die 
during the 21st century because 
of tobacco use, according to The 
Tobacco Atlas, published by the 
American Cancer Society and 
World Lung Foundation.

“Tobacco use remains the 
single largest preventable 
cause of disease and premature 
death in the United States,” 
said Jennifer Taylor, Society 
community manager in Kansas. 
“Quitting smoking is the most 
important thing you can do 
for your health and the Great 
American Smokeout is a great 
way to start.”

Research shows that smokers 
are twice as likely to quit 
smoking for good when they 
get help. One way to get help is 
by calling the Kansas Tobacco 
Quitline smoking cessation 
hotline that is available at no 
charge 24 hours a day, seven days 

a week at (800) QUIT-NOW. 
When you call, a Quit Coach 
will work one-on-one with you 
to create a plan to quit smoking 
and help you learn to fi ght your 
cravings. Free coaching is also 
available online at KSquit.org.

Other valuable resources that 
will help you quit smoking are 
nicotine replacement products, 
counseling, a smoking cessation 
support group, prescription 
medicine to lessen the cravings, 
guide books, and encouragement 
from friends and family.

Tobacco use accounts for at 
least 30 percent of all cancer 
deaths and 80 percent of lung 
cancer deaths. In the U.S., 
tobacco use is responsible for 
nearly one in fi ve deaths, or 
about 443,000 premature deaths 
each year. Smokers who quit, 
regardless of age, live longer 
than people who continue to 
smoke. In just 20 minutes after 
quitting smoking, heart rate 
and blood pressure drop, and in 
about one to nine months after 
quitting, coughing and shortness 
of breath decrease.

The American Cancer Society 
created the trademarked concept 
for and held its fi rst Great 

American Smokeout in 1976 as 
a way to inspire and encourage 
smokers to quit for a day. Since 
then, it is estimated that more 
than two million U.S. smokers 
quit for the day each year for the 
Great American Smokeout. And 
if they quit for the day, perhaps 
they will quit for good.

Cigarette smoking costs the 
United States more than $193 
billion (i.e., $97 billion in lost 
productivity plus $96 billion in 
health care expenditures).

In 2011, tobacco use killed 
almost 6 million people, with 
nearly 80 percent of these deaths 
occurring in low- and middle-
income countries.

An estimated 600,000 
people die annually because of 
secondhand smoke.

As the days shorten and 
temperatures drop, thoughts turn 
to winter weather. The National 
Weather Service in conjunction 
with Kansas Emergency 
Management is observing Nov. 
14 as Winter Weather Awareness 
Day in Kansas. 

“While the short-term outlooks 
are calling for milder and drier 
than average conditions this 
winter, it only takes one storm 
to seriously make your life 
diffi cult,” said Mary Knapp, 
state climatologist with K-State 
Research and Extension. 
“Remember, while the national 
average for tornado deaths is 70 
per year, the national average for 
deaths on icy or snow-packed 
roads is more than 1,300 with an 
additional 100,000 injuries.”  

Winter storm: Severe winter 
conditions, which can vary by 
the storm. This can include a 
mix of snow, wind, ice, poor 
visibility and cold temperatures. 
Winter storm is coupled with 
one of the following terms:

Outlook: Winter storm 

conditions are possible in the 
next 2-5 days. Stay tuned to 
local media for updates and plan 
for expected conditions. 

Advisory: Winter weather 
conditions are expected to cause 
signifi cant inconveniences and 
may be hazardous. If you are 
cautious, these situations should 
not be life threatening. 

Watch: Winter storm 
conditions are possible within 
the next 36-48 hours. Prepare 
now.

Warning: Life-threatening 
severe winter conditions have 
begun or will begin within 24 
hours. Act now.

With over 200,000 preschool-aged children in the state of Kan-
sas, Governor Sam Brownback signed a proclamation designating 
November 11-17 Kansas Reads to Preschoolers Week, encouraging 
Kansans to read to our youngest residents.

By signing the proclamation, Governor Brownback continues to 
show his commitment to developing our children, the encourage-
ment of early literacy programs in Kansas libraries and building 
healthy learning communities.

Kansas Reads to Preschoolers week is a one-book/one-state read-
ing initiative annually launched by the State Library of Kansas, 
and powered by Kansas libraries. “Family members and teachers 

need to know that every moment you spend reading to your child is 
well spent,” said Manhattan Public Librarian Jennifer Adams, “and 
Kansas Reads to Preschoolers Week is a great campaign to make 
sure people are aware of the importance of sharing books with their 
little children.”

In the summer of 2012, Governor Brownback helped launch a 
reading program challenging Kansas children to read during the 
summer months and plans to continue to work with Kansas librar-
ies and the Department of Education on future summer reading pro-
grams.

Governor proclaims November adoption month 
Bringing attention to the 389 

children in the state who need 
permanent families, Governor 
Sam Brownback on Friday 
signed a proclamation declaring 
November Kansas Adoption 
Month

Gov. Brownback said even 
though the number of fi nalized 
adoptions has risen sharply in 
the last two years, there are still 
many children who need loving 
forever families.

“Adoption is a beautiful 
example of the power of family 
to change the course of a child’s 
life,” Governor Brownback said. 
“All children deserve to grow 
up with parents who love them 
and are committed to them.”

In fi scal year 2012, there 
were 777 fi nalized adoptions in 
Kansas; up from 761 in FY2011, 
and 721 in FY2010. From July 
through September this year, 
there have been 144 adoptions 
fi nalized.

“I’m so pleased that more 
families are stepping forward 
to open their hearts and homes 
to Kansas kids,” said DCF 
Secretary Gilmore. “We will not 
stop working until every child 
has a permanent family.”

Children available for 
adoption through the state 
of Kansas come from varied 
backgrounds, circumstances, 
races and ethnicities. While 
some have specifi c medical, 

physical or emotional issues 
requiring special care, many 
do not. Some are part of sibling 
groups that want very much to 
stay together as part of a new 
family.

There are approximately 
900 children in Kansas who 
are technically available for 
adoption but many of them have 
an adoptive resource, such as 
a foster parent or relative who 
plans to adopt them. Of that 
900, about 389 children do not 
have any adoptive resource, but 
want to be adopted by a family.

Other Facts about adoption in 
Kansas:

The adoption process through 
the state costs little or nothing.

Kansas adoption is legally 
secure-children are not eligible 
for adoption unless the courts 
have terminated parental rights.

Children adopted after age 
16 from foster care are eligible 
for free tuition at any state 
university, community college 
or vocational school.
