Barbara Jean Gilhousen, 93,
passed from her earthly life on
Nov. 6, 2012 in Overland Park.

Bureau, later as the first em-
ployee of Valley Hope where
she served in many capacities
for the first 10 years of Valley
Hope’s existence, and finally as
church secretary of the Norton
Methodist Church. She was also
active in the community, proud-
ly serving as a Red Cross Gray
Lady, a Cub Scout leader, and as
a member of the United Meth-
odist Church. She later joined
the Episcopal Church, where
she was an eager participant at
both Trinity Church, Norton,
and Church of the Transfigura-
tion, Logan.

Barbara was also an avid and
accomplished bridge player,
enjoying the company of many
bridge partners in Norton and
playing in duplicate bridge
tournaments both nationally
and internationally. She also
had a thirst for knowledge and
travel, which took her to many
places throughout the world by
air, land and sea. She was an
amazing, quick-witted, some-
times feisty, and loving person
who expressed those qualities in
many facets of her life. She was
also a caring person, especially
toward her family and many
friends, and expressed that car-
ing capacity literally to the day
of her death. As her health be-
gan to fail in her last two years
of her life, she retained a love of
