ries.

was against Golden Plains, a 
contest the Huskies won eas-
ily, 55 to eight.

Riley Sides led the team in 
scoring with 24 points, Drake 
Shearer scored 13 points, 
Caden Kinderknecht scored 
10 points, and Carson Wallace 
and Damian Wellman added 
four points each.

Northern Valley would be 
tested a lot more in its sec-
ond game but held on for an 
11 point victory, 39-28, over 

Grinnell-Wheatland.
Again, Riley Sides led the 

Huskies in scoring with 14 
points, Caden Kinderknecht 
scored 12 points, Carson Wal-
lace scored eight points and 
Drake Shearer had five points.
