Nex-Tech employees recognized

The recent hurricane and bliz-
zard on the east coast and other 
major storms where power was 
lost, brought to mind the need to 
again address what to do with 
stored foods in a power outage.

The loss of electrical power 
can cause perishable foods to 
become unsafe to eat.  To get 
ready before winter storms ar-
rive, follow these tips: Put an 
appliance thermometer in your 
refrigerator and in your freezer.  
Stock enough pantry food to last 
for several days of not cooking 
or cooling.  Have a hand-held 
can opener.  If your freezer is 
not full, fill it by freezing some 
water in clean plastic bottles 
with secure lids.

If you lose power, put some 
bottles of ice in the refrigerator.  
Note what time it is and avoid 
opening the refrigerator or 
freezer until power is restored.  
If you keep the door closed, a 

refrigerator will keep food cold 
for four hours; a full freezer will 
stay cold for 48 hours; and a 
half-full freezer will stay cold 
for 24 hours.

When the power is back, check 
temperatures of the refrigerator 
and freezer. If the power was 
out for more than four hours, or 
the door was not kept shut, dis-
card any perishable refrigerated 
food (including meats, poul-
try, seafood, eggs, milk, soft or 
shredded cheeses, and leftovers) 
that was kept warmer than 40 
degrees F. for two hours or lon-

ger.  For foods in the freezer, 
you may safely refreeze ones 
that contain ice crystals.

Prepare to keep food safe during a storm

In light of the devastating storm system that hit 
the east coast last week, Kansas Attorney Gen-
eral Derek Schmidt warns Kansans to be aware 
of possible scam artists seeking to profit from the 
generosity of others.

Schmidt warns the public to make sure they are 
donating to a reputable charity and to specify that 
a charity uses donations for intended purposes.

“When natural disasters strike, it is human na-
ture to offer help,” Schmidt said. “But, please 
donate wisely to established, legitimate disaster-
relief charities.”

Here are a few simple tips for donating, to avoid 
being scammed:

Make donations to established organizations 
with a strong track record of organizing and pro-
viding disaster relief.

Initiate the donation yourself, rather than re-
sponding to online or phone solicitations.

Avoid door-to-door solicitors or offers from 
charities to stop by a consumer’s home to pick up 
a check. These too could be fraudulent.

Do not fall prey to high-pressure pitches from 
solicitors. Legitimate charities allow you time to 
think about how much - and when - you choose 
to donate.

Be wary of charities that ask for alternate forms 
of payment. Legitimate charities rarely if ever ask 
you to give by wire transfer.
