phasis will be on making doc-
tors more accountable.

Other concerns for the hospi-
tal include:

* A community health assess-
ment, which has been done but
not published because reporting
requirements are still being de-
veloped.

e County pensions which the
hospital will have to report as
part of the state pension fund,
which has a money problem that
could be as high as $8 billion
statewide. This would affect the
hospital’s financial statement,
Mr. Stover said, making it look
a lot worse.

e Current economic condi-
tions, which will affect all busi-
nesses.

e Loss of the hospital’s sur-
geon Dr. Silan to retirement and
the search for a new one.

* Changes by the state prison’s
insurance provider, Corrective
Care Solutions.

“We want these people to
come here,” Administrator Mill-
er said. “Where else would they
go?”’

On the plus side, Mr. Stover
said, the hospital has had a 10
percent increase in outpatient
procedures and a huge jump in
obstetrics, mostly from out of
the county as surrounding hos-
pitals quit delivering babies.
