
Blue Jays lose to Phillipsburg in second half of game

Wrestlers take second at Holiday Classic
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Coach Bill Johnson’s Norton 

Community High School var-
sity wrestlers warmed up Friday 
with a Mid-Continent League 
Round Robin championship, 
then traveled to Goodland on 
Saturday for a full day of wres-
tling and a runner-up finish in 
the Holiday Classic Tournament 
in the Roundhouse.

Teams from Goodland, Nor-
ton, Ulysses, Colby, Scott City, 
Hugoton, Leoti, Burlington, 
Colo. and Baca County, Colo. 
and an X-team of mixed wres-
tlers were divided into two 
pools for dual competition.

Final placings were decided 
by each team wrestling the team 
from the other pool which fin-
ished the same as they did.

Norton went 4-0 in their pool 
as did Colby so the two wrestled 
to decide the championship. The 
Blue Jays defeated Baca County 
40-30, outscored Goodland, 57-
18; beat Team X 70-6 and de-
feated Ulysses 52-27.

In the finals, the No.1 state 
ranked Norton team from Class 
3-2-1A wrestled the No. 4 state 
ranked Colby squad for the 
championship.

It was a very competitive 
dual with Colby winning seven 
matches and Norton victori-
ous in five matches. The Eagles 
edged the Blue Jays 36-26 for 
the championship. Norton lost 
12 points due to being open at 

195 and 285.
Goodland placed third by de-

feating Scott City 48-30. Baca 
County finished fifth with a 
51-30 win over Hugoton and 
Ulysses placed seventh by de-
feating Burlington 54-18. Le-
oti outscored Team X 45-10 to 
place ninth. 

“As we did on Friday in the 
league round robin, we lacked 
consistency,” said coach John-
son. “We would look  good in a 
match then forget our technique, 
which is a little troubling. You 
always have to work smarter 
and harder than your.

“We won’t wrestle again until 
the J.R. Durham Tournament in 
January but we will be working 
in practice on consistency when 
the pressure is on. We’ve been 
freezing for a split second in a 
match and not thinking what to 
do next and that costs us in a lot 
of matches.

“The championship finals 
match was a tough, close one. 
We had two exciting matches, 
Lively and Harting coming up 
with two huge pins to keep the 
score close.”

The Norton coaches named 
freshman Gavin Lively the 
Norton varsity “Wrestler of 
the Week” for his 3-1 record at 
Goodland in addition to win-
ning the 145 pound champion-
ship in the league round robin 
on Friday.

By  Dick Boyd
nortontelegram@nwkansas.com
Coach Doug Reusink’s Nor-

ton Community High School 
boys basketball team stayed 
with Phillipsburg for one half 
in Mid-Continent League play 
Friday in the Stull Gym but the 
contest got away from them af-
ter intermission, resulting in a 
56-43 loss.

With senior Jacob Brooks 
hitting a shot from long range 
and a two-point basket, senior 
Andrew Ellis burying a trey and 
senior Lane Bigge scoring in-
side, Norton trailed by just 14-
10 after one quarter.  

Ellis started the second quarter 
by draining a three-pointer and 
Brooks did the same to tie the 
score at 16-all. Another three-
point basket by senior Carson 
McKenna and a two-pointer 
by Brooks left Norton trailing 
22-21 with 3:20 left in the half. 
Brooks scored again before in-
termission, leaving Norton just 
four points behind at 27-23.

Senior Dalton Miller was the 
only Blue Jay to score in the 

third quarter. Miller hit five bas-
kets and one free throw but it 
was not enough to keep up with 
the Panthers, who outscored 
them 18-11 to lead 45-34. 

Reserves got some valuable 
playing time for Norton in the 
fourth quarter. Junior Drew 
Schrum hit a basket and free 
throw, sophomore Conor Cox 
scored on a basket and two 
charities and junior Tanner Fur-
bush hit two from the line.

Phillipsburg outscored Nor-
ton by just 11-9 in the final pe-
riod but the game was decided 
in the third quarter.

“We struggled offensively in 
the second half,” said coach Re-
usink. “We didn’t pass very well 
and lost our composure. When 
things got tough, we didn’t han-
dle it very well.”

Jacob Brooks led Norton in 
scoring with 12 points, all in the 
first half. He hit 2 of 5 from be-
yond the arc for 40 percent, 3 of 
5 two-point tries for 60 percent 
and 5 of 10 overall for 50 per-
cent. Dalton Miller’s 11 points 
in the third quarter came on 5 of 

8 two-point tries for 63 percent 
and 1 of 1 free throws. 

Leading scorer for Phillips-
burg was Seth Derr with 14 
points; Sean Newlan added 13 
and Tad Thompson hit 11.

As a team, Norton hit 5 of 
15 from long range for 33 per-
cent, 11 of 25 two-point tries 
for 44 percent and 16 of 40 for 
40 percent overall. Phillips-
burg swished 3 of 7 treys for 43 
percent, 18 of 35 two-point at-
tempts for 51 percent and 21 of 
42 overall for 50 percent.

From the free throw line, the 
Blue Jays hit 6 of 10 for 60 per-
cent compared to 11 of 23 for 48 
percent for the Panthers.

Both teams pulled down 23 
total rebounds. Norton had 6 
offensive and 17 defensive car-
oms and Phillipsburg grabbed 
4 offensive and 19 defensive 
balls. 

Cox was leading rebounder 
for Norton with 5, followed by 
Brooks, 4; Schrum, Miller, Fur-
bush, Lane Bigge, 3 each; Ellis, 
2. 

Norton had 8 steals and Phil-

lipsburg had 9 thefts. Steals 
leaders for Norton were Brooks 
and Ellis, 3 each; followed by 
Cox, Miller, 1 each.

The Blue Jays had 8 assists 
compared to 10 for the Pan-
thers. Brooks, Schrum, Ellis and 
McKenna each had 2 assists.

Norton had 20 turnovers and 
Phillipsburg lost the ball 12 
times.
