6’220 pound senior offensive 
and defensive lineman for the 
Norton Community High School 
football team, has signed a letter 
of intent to play for Garden City 
Community College.

A three-year letterman, Lane 
is a first team defensive and 
second team offensive All-Mid-
Continent League selection. He 
also received honorable men-
tion on the offensive line for the 
state of Kansas from the Wich-
ita Eagle-Beacon and honorable 
mention in the Topeka Capital-
Journal newspaper.

Lane was also chosen to the 
Class 3A Offensive Team by the 
Kansas High School Football 
Coaches Association. 

A multi-sport athlete, Lane 

is also a basketball letterman, a 
member of the track team and a 
member of the Norton Ameri-
can Legion baseball team in the 
summer. 

Lane was recruited to play of-
fensive line for Garden City. 

“Lane plays hard and is very 
quick for an offensive lineman,” 
said Norton head football coach 
Lucas Melvin. 

“He is always good at pull-
ing and trapping. He is another 
quality young man.

“Going to the next level will 
be very demanding but I know 
he can do it.

“I wish the best for him. It 
will be exciting to see what hap-
pens.

“We will miss him from our 
Norton football team.”

Lane is the son of Pam and 
Mike Bigge.

 Norton senior Lucas Engel 
will also join the Garden City 
Community College football  
team this fall. His letter of intent 
announcement will be in a future 
issue of the Norton Telegram.

“We are very excited to be able 
to recruit Lane Bigge and Lucas 
Engel for our football team,” 
said Garden City head football 
coach Matt Miller. “First of all, 
they are tremendous young men 
and they are tremendous tal-
ents. Both can develop to play 
in the junior college level and 
beyond.

“Both Lane and Lucas are 
competitors and can give us im-
mediate help. 

“We know the evaluation pro-
cess for possible players and, 
when they committed, it was a 
great day for Garden City foot-
ball.

Coach Miller is a former Kan-
sas State University football and 
baseball player. He was also an 
assistant football coach under 
K-State’s Bill Snyder. In his first 
year as the Broncbuster offen-
sive coordinator, Garden City 
ranked No.3 in the nation in total
