The county landfill will be running 
with less money next year, according to 
the budget turned in to Norton County 
commissioners on Monday by Solid 
Waste Supervisor John Miller.

Mr. Miller said that many things in 
the 2013 budget including salaries 
were misfigured and that he has looked 
back to see what the landfill will need 
in the future.

His budget for 2014 is asking for 
$70,000 less than this year. The 2013 
budget for the landfill and recycling 
center is $299,135. The 2014 budget is 
for $229,000.

“I went through a nine-year average 
to find out the real cost of what we’re 
doing,” Mr. Miller told the commis-
sioners.

He said that his capital outlay budget 
took a hit this year because there was a 
lot of deferred maintenance on machin-
ery that got done.

The county makes a profit on the 
more than 2,000 tons of municipal 
waste the landfill takes in, he said but 
almost none on the recycling center and 
the construction and demolition area.

However, he noted recycling saves 
space in the landfill and that’s a big 
benefit to the county.

In the household hazardous waste 

area, he said, latex-based paint can be 
mixed with the topcoat and it helps the 
stuff stick to the trash in the pit. He said 
that the county has already used 200 to 
300 gallons of old latex paint for this.

However, he said, the landfill will not 
take any marine paint used for boats 
because many of that type of paint 
products have toxic chemicals that can 
cause lots of problem.

Oil-based paint goes into the house-
hold hazardous waste barrels and aero-
sol cans get pierced and put in a 55-
gallon drum.

“It’s amazing the old cans of paint 
we get,” he said.

Mr. Miller said that he has gotten two 
loads of topcoat this year and shouldn’t 
need any more until after the first of the 
year. The second load came before he 
needed it, he said, because the hauler 
offered him a good price to bring it back 
from Wellsville, where the county gets 
it and he thought it was a good deal.

He said that they have started to use 
a dye in the topcoat so that its easier to 
see where they stopped spraying each 
day.

Mr. Miller told the commission-
ers that he has had some requests to 
purchase the crushed concrete at the 
landfill. He said it cost $8 a ton to get 
crushed and he is selling it for $10 a ton 
with the $2 extra as a handling fee.

By CYNTHIA HAYNES
cynthia.haynes@nwkansas.com
While a handshake agreement 

probably seemed like a good idea at 
the time, changes in personnel and a 
lack of billing got the Norton city and 
county officials in a bind.

Several months ago, Norton city 
fire rescue people realized that they 
were not getting any help from the 
county to run an emergency rescue 
vehicle even though it was working 
in both the town and the country.

Fire officials visited with the Nor-
ton County commissioners, who 
were amazed to find out how much 
it costs to run the rescue vehicle and 
surprised that they had not been pay-
ing for part of it.

Apparently a gentlemen’s agree-
ment of years before had not been 
put in writing and no one had remem-
bered to send the county a bill. A bill 
for $10,000 a year.

The commissioners agreed that the 
rescue service was valuable to the 
county and said that they would like 
to continue it and would pay the back 
bills but maybe not all at once.

On Monday, City Attorney Karen 

Griffiths brought an agreement to the 
county commission meeting to set out 
what the county would pay and when 
and what the city would provide.

In the agreement, the city is obli-
gated to provide 24-hour emergency 
coverage for the county with man-
power and a rescue vehicle whenever 
asked by dispatch. The city will pay 
all the costs of the vehicle and per-
sonnel and will provide the county 
a yearly report of operations and ex-
penses of the rescue unit.

In return, the county will pay the 
city $10,000 each year on or before 
July 1 for the service. It will pay 
$20,000 in back billing for the years 
2009 and 2010 and agrees to budget 
$10,000 for 2013 to be paid in 2014 
along with that year’s payment.

The city is using a 2008 Ford Mini 
Rescue Pumper.

The commissioners signed the con-
tract and returned it to Mrs. Griffiths 
so that the Norton City mayor and 
city clerk could sign it.

All agreed that the handshake 
agreement, which seemed good at 
the time, was not a great idea for a 
government entity.
