The fi nal night of the regular 

season at Elmwood Park Speed-
way in Norton, KS, saw driv-
ers in 4 divisions pick up track 
championships for the 2013 rac-
ing season.

The fi rst class to take to the 
track was the Heartland Sprint 
Series for their 20-lap main 
event. Kade Hagans led the fi rst 
9 laps before he drifted high 
in turn 4 on lap 10, giving the 
lead to second heat winner Zach 
Blurton. The young man from 
Jetmore held on the remaining 
distance to score the win. The 
‘Hill City Hotshoe’ Jeff Radc-
liffe fi nished second, followed 
by heat one winner Hagans, 
Howard Van Dyke and Koby 
Walters. Van Dyke claimed the 
Heartland Sprint Series season 
crown.

Travis Coop led the fi rst 3 
laps of the IMCA Hobby Stock 
feature before Pete Beaumont 
took over the top spot. But that 
lead was short lived as Kensing-
ton’s Jeromy Wagner took the 
lead on the following lap and 
drove on for his second win of 

the season at Norton. Beaumont 
settled for second, followed by 
Coop, Mark Normandin and 
Rhett ‘The Rocket’ Kingsbury. 
Wagner and Beaumont won the 
two heat races. ‘The Wild Child’ 
Garrett Hager of Hays fi nished 
8th in the 14 car fi eld but it was 
good enough to give him the 
track championship.

Kensington’s Cory Struck-
hoff led all 15-laps in the IMCA 
Northern Sport Mod feature to 
claim his second victory at Elm-
wood Park Speedway this sea-
son. After a restart after a lap 
13 caution, runner-up ‘The Frye 
Man’ Tyler Frye got tangled up 
and ended his night. Brian Con-
ness lined up behind Struckhoff 
on the restart but had to settle 
for second, with Tanner Porte-
nier and heat race winners Kaid 
Calhoon and Jake Krone com-
pleting the top fi ve. Struckhoff 
picked up the track champion-
ship.

Heat race winner Brian Cal-
hoon of Beloit passed Tim Watts 
on lap 7 of the 10-lap IMCA 
Modifi ed feature and drove on 
to victory lane. Watts was sec-

ond and claimed the track title.
The fi nal race of the night was 

the IMCA Stock Car feature and 
hometown driver Jason Davis 
led the fi rst 3 laps before the 
lone caution waved when Josh 
‘The Hammer’ Hudson spun. 
When the green fl ag reappeared, 
Lance Borgman of Beatrice, NE, 
drove past Davis and went on to 
score the win and a trip to the 
winner’s circle. Heat one vic-
tor Kyle Werkmeister fi nished 
second, trailed by Davis, Geoff 
Jermark and Dustin McClurg. 
Eric Kinderknecht won the oth-
er heat race.

The United Rebel Sprint Se-
ries invades the big 1/2-mile 
on Saturday & Sunday, August 
31-September 1. They will be 
joined by the IMCA Stock Cars 
and the vintage cars. The IMCA 
Stock Car track champion will 
be crowned after Sunday night’s 
races.

By  DICK BOYD
nortontelegram@nwkansas.com
Jordan Wahlmeier, a former 

multi-sport standout athlete 
at Norton Community High 
School, will be a sophomore this 
season on the Kansas Wesleyan 
basketball team in Salina.

In his fi rst season, Jordan 
played exclusively for the ju-
nior varsity but hopes to move 
up to varsity this year.

He played more around the 
basket in high school but has 
been moved out to the perimeter 

in college. He has gained some 
weight and is now 6’3” and 200 
pounds. 

“I am really enjoying play-
ing college basketball,” he said. 
“It’s a lot of fun.

“The competition is a lot 
tougher than high school and 
everybody’s a lot bigger.”

A four-year letterman for the 
Norton Blue Jays in basketball, 
Jordan was also a football and 
track letterman and was a mem-
ber of the Norton American Le-
gion baseball team. 

In basketball, he was a fi rst 
team All-Mid-Continent League 
selection by league coaches his 
senior season, was second team 
as a junior and honorable men-
tion as a sophomore.

His senior year for NCHS, 
Jordan led his Norton basket-
ball team in fi ve important cat-
egories. He was leading scorer 
with 14.7 points per game aver-
age, leading rebounder with 8.1 
caroms per contest, averaged 46 
percent shooting, led in charges 
taken with 15 and blocked 53 

shots. 
Chris Fear, head men’s bas-

ketball coach at Kansas Wes-
leyan, said at the time he signed  
Jordan, “We really like his ath-
leticism.”

Jordan is the son of Jennifer 
and Dan Porter and Amanda and 
Mark Wahlmeier.
