School girls tennis team will 
open play in the 2013 season 
this Saturday, Aug. 31 in the an-
nual Trego Round Robin Tour-
nament in WaKeeney, begin-
ning at 8:30 a.m. 

Veteran head coach Jim Green 
has welcomed 14 girls on this 
year’s team: three seniors, two 
juniors, fi ve sophomores and 
four freshmen.

Included are six returning 
letter winners: Rickele Green, 
Ashley Hildebrand, Jessica 
White, seniors; Molly Scott, 
Brooke Sumner, juniors and 
Audrie Burge, sophomore.

Other squad members are: 
Hailey Branek, Morgan Griffey, 
Rachel Jones, Lexi Voss, sopho-
mores; Alexzandria Aldridge, 
Christine Figurski, Kennedy 
Leibbrandt, Brianna White, 
freshmen. 

Coach Green guided Norton’s 
tennis team for 25 years and 
returned four years ago after a 
two-year absence.

Assistant coach again this 
season is Crystal Montgomery.

“We graduated our two sin-
gles players Tawni Griffey and 
Sierra Black,” said coach Green. 
“Tawni placed second in the 
state in singles twice and was 
also state champion in singles 
during the three years she com-
peted for Norton. Tawni will be 
missed. She was a phenomenal 
player and showed great lead-
ership for her teammates. Si-
erra Black was a great singles 
player, fi nishing fi rst in a num-
ber of tournaments and always 
giving solid performances. Both 
of these girls will be diffi cult to 
replace.

“Returning from last year, 
we have all four doubles play-
ers: Molly Scott, Jessica White, 
Ashley Hildebrand and Rick-
ele Green. Ashley and Rickele 
played No.1 doubles and Molly 
and Jessica played No.2 dou-
bles. Their experience should 
be a great help.

“To replace our singles play-
ers, we are looking at a junior 
and our sophomores. In singles, 
junior Brooke Sumner has a 

hard serve and a lot of experi-
ence at singles on the junior 
varsity level. We hope that  she 
will fi ll one of the spots on the 
varsity team and be successful. 

“For our other singles po-
sition, we have  a number of 
possibilities which include 
sophomore Hailey Branek, 
sophomore Audrie Burge and 
sophomore Morgan Griffey. All 
three of these girls were mem-
bers of our team last year and 
have made a lot of improvement 
in their play.

“We are looking forward to 
having a good season.

“In Mid-Continent League 
play, we expect Phillipsburg and 
Trego Community to have very 
strong teams and to be tough to 
beat.”

Coaches’ backgrounds
Coach Green played tennis 

for three years at Wichita West 
High School and is a 1974 grad-
uate of Fort Hays State Univer-
sity.

Assistant coach Crystal Mont-
gomery played tennis four years 
at Colby High School, where 
she placed third in the state in 

doubles.
She was also a four-year 

member of the tennis team at 
Bethany College, where she 
played in national competition 
two years.

A 1993 graduate of Norton 
Community High School, coach 
Thompson has extensive vol-
leyball experience, both playing 
and coaching.

Her assistant coaches will be 
Traci Uehlin and Peggy Cox, 
both of whom are experienced 
coaches. 

This year’s Norton volleyball 
roster includes 18 girls but only 
two seniors, Johnnye Ruder, 
5’7” and Bailey Ambrosier, 
5’9” and three juniors, Adrienne 
Hager, 5’4” Kaitlyn Bohl, 6’0” 
and Erin Archer, 5’4”.

Ruder and Ambrosier are both 
returning starters.
