Anyone who has driven down State
Street in Norton might have noticed
something new at the library. Three life
size Fredrick Remington statues have
recently been donated to the Norton
County Library Board by former Nor-
ton resident, Sue Sharp, in memory of
her late husband Bill Sharp. She chose
to give them to the library board be-
cause of the love Bill had for the com-
munity of Norton, Kansas.

What about these statues makes
them so magnificent you may ask.
They are Fredrick Remington statues,
that’s why. Fredrick Remington was
a famous American painter, illustra-
tor, sculptor and writer specializing in
depictions of the Old American West.
He was born in 1861 in Canton, New
York and spent his life doing what he
loved, art, in any form he could. He
started drawing soldiers and cowboys

at a young age and then after experi-
encing the west for himself continued
with the western theme in his artwork.
He even lived in Kansas, twice, first
in Peabody, Kansas then later in Kan-
sas City, Kansas. Remington died in
December of 1909, leaving behind a
legacy of his love for the west and his
ability to bring art to life.

The three well known statues are “The
Mountain Man”, “Wicked Pony” and
“Bronco Buster”. “Each statue weighs
between 1200 and 1400 pounds. All
three were cast in the traditional lost
wax casting process which takes sev-
eral weeks to do with a lot of time and
labor involved. These are not the first
Remington statues to adorn Norton.
Terry Nelson also has a collection on
a smaller scale on display at the First
State Bank. The First State Bank also
has a life size version of “Rattlesnake”.
Norton now has one of the largest, if
not the largest collection, of Reming-

ton statues in Northwest Kansas.

While living in Brownsville, Texas,
Bill and Sue Sharp had been told of
a private sale that was taking place
in Port Isabell, Texas that they might
want to go to. There were to be statues
and other things they might be inter-
ested in so they went, never expecting
to find life size Remington statues. As
they pulled up, the statues were the first
thing they saw and Bill said he was go-
ing to buy them. Needless to say, they
bought them. The statues were brought
to their home and set in the driveway.
Sue insisted that Bill decide where
they were to go but if they were going
on the grass that they were not to be
moved. They then took up residence on
the Sharps lawn for five or six years. “I
couldn’t tell anyone how to get to our
home without mentioning the boys,
everyone knew where we lived due to
the three statues in the front yard,” Sue
said.

City approves improvements

City Council member Donna Foley
stated at Wednesday’s meeting that the
Public Works Committee received a re-
quest from Rose Garrison to make aes-
thetic improvements to the parking lot
on the 100 block of S. State Street, at no
cost to the city. The parking lot is north
of the Learning Center, and Garrison
wants to install a decorative fence that
would coordinate with the fence on the
south side of Washington Street Park.

Norton City/County Economic De-
velopment Director Scott Sproul also
met with the Public Works Committee
regarding a proposed new business that
wants to locate on the south side of east
U.S. Highway 36. The council agreed
the city would provide the necessary
infrastructure improvements and ex-
tend water, electric and sewer utilities
to the property provided the project
goes through. City crews would hook

the business up to city water at an es-
timated cost of $1,000 and to city elec-
tric at an estimated cost not to exceed
$15,000. The cost to extend sewer ser-
vices to the lot is estimated at $44,900,
and will have to be contracted out.

In other council news:

-Mayor David Corns reported the city
general sales tax receipts collected in
July of 2013 totaled $25, 207, the city
pool sales tax receipts totaled $37,810,
and the county sales tax receipts totaled
$16,300 for a total of $79,317. The
2013 year to date sales tax receipts total
$414,608.

-City Clerk Darla Ellis will be work-
