As Gilgenbach drove the 
statues back to Norton, he was 
stopped by highway patrol, not 
because he was doing anything 
wrong but because the offi cer 
knew what they were and want-
ed pictures of them. A while 
later down the road, he was 
stopped again by another high-
way patrol offi cer for the same 
reason. “Needless to say, they 
caused quite a stir.” Sue said.

Once back in Norton, Roger 
and Linda Fuller of Rawhide 
Ironworks completely refur-
bished the statues, taking them 
back down to the original 
bronze and re-did them.

Sprinklers had to be 
moved, lighting put in place as 
well as cameras. The only thing

“I am really looking forward 
to coming up for the dedication 
and I need to thank my entire 
family for bringing this to re-
ality, I know Bill is just setting 
up there saying...”Fantastic!” I 
donated them in his name and I 
really hope that Norton appreci-
ates them and knows how much 
Bill loved Norton. They are 
works of art, not toys or jungle 
gyms so I pray that parents will 
keep their children from playing 
on them and teach them to ap-
preciate them for the beautiful 
works of art that they are,” said 
Sue.
