Amy 
did remarry and later died in 1969 
where Mr. Lathrop died in 1942. Joe 
and Clair Herman owned the home for 
a bit but then in 1973 Sara and Lanny 
Davis purchased the home and have 
lived in it up until they sold the large 
home to Ms. Benien.
