When you read God’s 
Word are you reading it for 
pleasure or purpose?  Do 
you take time to read it every 
day or just when you have 
spare time? Reading God’s 
Word is the greatest book 
you can set your eyes upon.

This is the 
fingertips. Number five is 
the lips. HERE is the actual 

journaling piece. I am NOT 
trying to be a great literary! 
I am processing WHILE I 
am writing! Typically the 
first sentences and even 
paragraphs are ramblings! 
Ve r y  u n c l e a r. . .  g o i n g 
nowhere in particular... but 
VERY consistently through 
the process SOMETHING 

begins to crystallize for 
me! Again, I don’t try to 
get it ALL cleaned up and 
dusted off...I just want to 
see it...to taste it...to get my 
hands on it.

4. Pray it up!
This is my either verbal or 

written response to God… 
interaction with God about 
what is crystallizing. It 
could be giving thanks 
for what He showed me...
or praising Him for what 
I now see about Him...or 
confessing my shortfall in 
not living what I now see...
or asking for greater clarity 
on it...or asking for it to 
become a reality in my life.

5. Pass it on!
Much sweetness here, 

as I take that morsel and 
share it with my brothers 
and sisters. It is amazing 
how often it multiplies in 
the process as they interact 
with what they heard, 
adding their thoughts and 
asking clarifying questions 
regarding yours.

6. Live it out!
The Word of God comes 

to life when we apply it 
to our lives. Application 
releases the power that 
t r ans fo rms  your  l i f e 
and holds with it God’s 
promised blessing on those 
who do!
