Coach’s comments-

“We were able to move the
ball with relative ease. We did

not play very well defensively
early in the game,” said head
coach Chuck Fessenden. “How-
ever, we came around as the
game wore on. Jordan Baird
and Hunter Chandler each had
big games. Jordan with 181
yards and Hunter with 104.
Hunter and Jordan were also
able to hook up on a touchdown
pass to end the half. Our second
team came in at the start of the
third quarter and put together a
nice drive to end the game. This
game was a good way for us
to end the season on. The sea-
son did not go quite as we had

Coach’s comments-

“This was a great way to
end our season! Tonight, I was
proud of the players desire and
will to win,” said head coach
Shane Miller.

“Offensively, we played hard
and again were able to break
some big plays. Once we got up
on them by a couple of touch-
downs we mentally wore them
down.

Our kickoff coverage has been
our Achilles Heel all year long.
We will definitely have to im-
prove in that area. However, we
have been able to put a lot of
points on the board offensively,
and that is attributable to our of-
fensive line and team speed.”
“This was another outstand-
ing game by our defense. On
the very first play of scrim-
mage, Smith Center broke an 82
yard run in which our defense
didn’t give up on the play. We
were able to pursue the ball car-
rier and tackle him on the eight
yard line. The next four plays

our defense “stiffened” up and
held them out of the end zone.
We talked to the defense be-
fore game time about “bending
but don’t break.” With the type
of offense Smith Center runs
they were going to have some
big plays, and they try to wear
you down mentally. When they
bust a big play you have to put
it behind you, that play is done!
When we kept them out of the
end zone it gave our defense
great confidence. The defense
has done outstanding towards
the end of the season.”
