An art
show is underway. Among the
beautiful works of art on display
is a painting by an artist from
halfway across the continent in
Kansas. It’s an example of the
beautiful color and realism with
which this artist depicts rural
life.

Don Dane is this artist whose
artwork has traveled across the
country. His home and studio
are in Olathe, Kan.

Don grew up in rural Mis-
souri where his father was a
Baptist minister and served var-
ious small churches around the
Ozark region. Within the family
home, his mother nurtured high
moral standards which Don has
carried forward with him.

As a child, Don liked to draw
and he took art classes in high
school. After attending techni-
cal college, he got a job with
United Telephone — now Sprint
— in design and drafting and
ultimately became a telephone
engineer.

In 1982, Sprint transferred
Don from Jefferson City, Mo. to
the Kansas City area. Don and
his family eventually settled in
Olathe. He enjoyed going to
the many arts and crafts shows
around there and decided to try
selling some artwork himself.

His original medium was
graphite pencil but eventually
he transitioned to watercolor
and oil. He depicted all types of
subjects.

“I painted anything and ev-
erything, but I liked the rustic
subjects the best,” he said.

Then Don visited the National
Cowboy and Western Heritage
Museum in Oklahoma City,
Okla. and was very impressed
with the western-themed art
work that he saw, produced by

and made gifts for her family.
She loved gardening and go-
ing to see live theater and live
music. Her two dogs were her

steady companions. Going to
YMCA exercise classes and the
library were important parts of
her daily routine.

After visiting a rodeo school
near Olathe, he decided to focus
on cowboy and western art.

In the late 1980s Don began
to concentrate on his art ca-
reer. In 2002 he retired from
Sprint so as to devote full time
to his artistic pursuit. He is a
self-taught artist, although he
has participated in professional
workshops and art classes from
Johnson County Community
College and the Scottsdale Art
School. He has worked with art-
ists such as Michael Swearngin
and watercolorist William Mat-
thews from Denver.

Today, Don Dane has become
widely known for his portray-
als of the American West, cow-
boys and the rural way of life. In
fact, his artwork has been part
of art shows from Kentucky to
California. He produced cover
artwork for Cowboy magazine
and has been included in ART-
BOOK of the New West, West-
ern Horseman, American Cow-
boy, Southwest Art, Western Art
Collector magazine and more.

Don has received numerous
awards, such as first place for
painting at shows in the Kansas
communities of Olathe, Kansas
City and Winfield. He received
the Award of Excellence in Lin-
coln, Neb.

In 2011, Don was commis-
sioned by the State of Kansas
through the Kansas Lottery
Commission to create a paint-
ing representative of the state’s
150th anniversary. The painting
image was then printed onto one
of the Kansas Lottery’s tickets.
The original painting is part of
the second chance prize to be
awarded to the winning ticket.

One of Don’s specialties is
developing custom posters for
special events. Those occasions

Emergency loans available

The expiration date for fil-
ing applications for Emergency
Disaster (EM) loans by farmers
and ranchers in Decatur, Norton
and Phillips Counties is Dec. 10,
2013, according to Pat L. Bohl,
Farm Loan Officer for the Farm
Service Agency (FSA).

Bohl advised that those need-
ing farm credit as a result of
drought on April 2, and continu-
ing and who think they are eli-
gible for FSA assistance, should
make their applications at the
Norton County FSA Office,
11506 Pineview Dr., Norton,
Kansas, before the expiration
date.

“Loans covering physical
and/or production losses are
scheduled for repayment as rap-
idly as feasible, consistent with
the applicant’s reasonable abil-
ity to pay,” said Bohl. The cur-
rent interest rate for November
is 3.125 percent, but is subject
to monthly changes until the
loan is approved.

“Funds
can also be used for other es-
sential operating and living ex-
penses,” Bohl said.

To be eligible for an emergen-
cy disaster loan, an applicant
must be operating a family size
farm or ranch, must be able to
get credit elsewhere, and must
