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Computers for children now in libraries

The State Library of Kansas
(SLK) has awarded grants to
124 Kansas public libraries to
help fund the purchase of one
AWE Early Literacy Station (an
all-in-one digital learning solu-
tion for children ages 2-8) in
each recipient’s library.

In September of 2013, SLK
made available a non-compet-
itive grant for Kansas public
libraries interested in AWE
Early Literacy Stations. Librar-
ies serving a population less
than 10,000 paid $500 towards
a machine and libraries serving
a population over 10,000 paid
$1,000 towards a machine. In
total, SLK helped purchase 124
AWE Early Literacy Stations
throughout Kansas.

The Early Literacy Station of-
fers children a safe, standalone
computer, with 60 pre-loaded
educational software programs,
and does not require an Internet
connection to operate. The ma-
terial spans all curriculum areas:

reading, math, science, social
studies, writing, art and music.

“Ensuring reading readiness
and on-grade achievement for
Kansas’ youngest residents is
one of the State Library’s top
priorities,” said State Librarian
Jo Budler. “Placing these sta-
tions in public libraries will help
young readers learn and practice
the skills they need to be ready
for school; and they’re having
fun!”

Part of the SLK’s mission is
to promote and support early
childhood literacy programs
and practices in libraries across
the state. Early childhood litera-
cy is what children know about
reading and writing before they
can actually read or write. SLK
supports these efforts through
statewide programing, supple-
mental funding, grants, training
sessions, online resources, and
circulation of materials.

Logan Library
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The Dane G. Hansen Memo-
rial Museum presents Perfect-
ing the Past: Colonial Revival
Quilts. This exhibition created
by the International Quilt Study
Center & Museum, of the Uni-
versity of Nebraska-Lincoln
will be on display Oct. 11 to
Dec. 1,2013.

The Colonial Revival was
a cultural movement that por-
trayed the colonial era as a
simple and noble time. Stron-
gest in the late-nineteenth and
early twentieth centuries, the
Colonial Revival romanticized
colonial life and idealized the
domestic sphere. It is no sur-
prise, then, that the Colonial
Revival sparked renewed inter-
est in making needlework items
that had been popular in previ-
ous generations such as cross-
stitch samplers, hooked rugs
and quilts. Textiles traditionally
have been closely connected to
women’s lives, and quilting, in
particular, allowed women to
believe they were participating
in a needle art practiced by their
colonial grandmothers. By mak-

ing quilts like those their fore-
mothers supposedly had made
(even though quilt making was
a fairly rare activity in colonial
days; performed mainly by the
wealthy and rarely incorporat-
ing patchwork or appliqué),
women felt that they were par-
ticipating not only in tradition,
but in history itself.

Colonial Revival quilts reflect
the complexity of the movement
itself. They may be pieced, re-
peating block-style quilts or
appliqué quilts, and they may
be hand and/or machine sewn.
They incorporate elements of
tradition and modernity, and
demonstrate how quilt mak-
ers often used historic design
source along with modern tech-
niques to create quilts that are
a unique blend of romance and
reality.
