District #326 Board of Educa-
tion met in regular session on 
Monday.

Superintendent Michael 
Gower reported on the poor 
condition of the fire alarm sys-
tem in the east building. A bid 
from Fire Alarm Specialist, 
Inc. in the amount of $12,878 
was discussed. The board then 
unanimously approved the in-
stallation of a new system in 
the east building at the price 
stated. Also, problems regard-
ing voltage at the football field 
and the lighting situation were 
discussed, but the board wants 
more research and more bids 
regarding these issues before a 
final decision is made.

Principal Kellen Adams gave 
an overview to the board of the 
Parent/Teacher Conferences 
held, with a comment from the 
teachers of possibly starting fu-
ture conferences at 4 p.m.

The girls team ap-
pears, however, to have filled its 
vacancy for an assistant coach 
when the board voted unani-
mously to offer Kristy West a 
contract.
