Disaster loan deadline is Dec. 26
The expiration date for fil-

ing applications for Emergency 
Disaster (EM) loans by farm-
ers and ranchers in Norton and 
Phillips Counties is Dec. 26, 
2013, according to Pat L. Bohl,  
Farm Loan Officer, for the Farm 
Service Agency (FSA).

Bohl advised that those need-
ing farm credit as a result of a 
snowstorm on Feb. 20-23, 2013  
and who think they are eligible 
for FSA assistance, should make 
their applications at the Norton 
County FSA Office, 11506 Pin-
eview Dr., Norton, Kansas, be-
fore the expiration date.

“Loans covering physical 
and/or production losses are 
scheduled for repayment as rap-
idly as feasible, consistent with 
the applicant’s reasonable abil-
ity to pay,” said Bohl.  The cur-
rent interest rate for December 
is 2.875 percent but is subject to 
monthly changes until the loan 
is approved.

FSA’s Farm Loan Programs 

staff is committed to new and 
existing customers, FSA cus-
tomer goals and our rural com-
munities.  FSA’s service extends 
beyond the typical loan, offer-
ing FSA customers ongoing 
consultation, advice and cre-
ative ways to make your farm 
business thrive.  At the Farm 
Service Agency, we want to be 
your lender of first opportu-
nity to overcome these adverse 
weather conditions and rebuild 
your operation to get back on 
track.  FSA’s loan staff can refer 
customers to other public and 
commercial financing sources 
that can serve as a blend with 
FSA’s farm loan programs.  

FSA loans covering physical 
losses may be used to replace 
installations, equipment, live-
stock, or buildings (including 
homes), lost through this disas-
ter.

FSA loans covering produc-
tion losses may be used to buy 
feed, seed, fertilizer, livestock, 

or to make payments on real es-
tate and chattel debts.  “Funds 
can also be used for other es-
sential operating and living ex-
penses,” Bohl said.

To be eligible for an emer-
gency disaster loan, an appli-
cant must be operating a family 
size farm or ranch, must be un-
able to get credit elsewhere, and 
must have suffered a qualifying 
physical   and/or production loss 
from the disaster.

Farmers who suffered at least 
a 30 percent reduction to at 
least one cropping enterprise, 
may have a qualifying produc-
tion loss.  Emergency disaster 
production loss loans cover 100 
percent of qualifying losses.

Farmers and ranchers that 
think they may eligible should 
contact the FSA County Of-
fice in Norton, Kansas or call 
(785)877-5156 for additional 
information and how to apply.  
USDA is an equal opportunity 
employer and provider.

Artists, 
weary of working within the 
confined audience of wealthy 
collectors, gladly commit-
ted themselves to the idea of a 
wider distribution. These artists 
based their art on social imag-
ery, on everyday America. They 
left behind abstract theories in 

favor of the familiar scenery of 
our country. The program was 
an overwhelming success. Yes, 
it was true; people did need 
bread to nourish their bodies, 
but it was proven that they hun-
gered for beauty and spiritual 
nourishments as well. Art fed 
their souls.
