is a sacred cow that needs to be
tipped in most modern day Insti-
tutionalized churches: the Hate
Cow. The Hate Cow represents
adisrespect, even a hatred for
messages that are in accordance to
the whole council of God’s Word.
There is a Greek word for the
word hate, (o€ miséo ). This
“hate” can mean to detest. (The
Complete Word Study Dictionary
of the New Testament) This Hate

Word. (Hebrews 5:14) This
hate in the heart of man blinds his
spiritual eyes to the light of God’s
Word and causes him to question
God’s will.
