Free help available to prepare taxes

Free E-File income tax prepa-
ration help will be available
at sites across Kansas starting
Monday, Jan. 27.

One of the largest sites will
be at the Docking State Office
Building, 915 SW Harrison St.,
Room 163.

The assistance sites are a
partnership between the Kansas
Department of Revenue and the
Internal Revenue Service’s Vol-
unteer Income Tax Assistance
Program, called VITA.

Community IRS trained and
certified volunteers will be on
site to help complete electroni-
cally filed Federal and State
individual income tax returns
and limited Kansas Homestead
Claims & Property Tax Relief
Claims. The program offers tax
help to low- and moderate-in-
come people, generally earning
$51,000 or less, who cannot pre-
pare their own tax returns.

The volunteer tax prepar-
ers can help with special cred-
its, such as Earned Income Tax
Credit, Child Tax Credit and
Credit for the Elderly or the Dis-
abled for which some filers may
qualify.

The Docking site will be
open 9 am. to 3 p.m., Mon-
day through Friday through the
April 15 filing deadline.

AARP Kansas also offers
Tax-Aide through the IRS-spon-
sored Tax Counseling for the El-
derly program at additional sites
throughout Kansas. Those sites
provide free tax help to seniors.

Items taxpayers should bring
with them to have their tax re-
turns prepared include:

-A copy of last year’s federal
and state income tax return, if
they have one

-Photo identification for the
taxpayer and their spouse

-Birth dates and social secu-
rity cards, or a social security
letter with the full number, for
the taxpayer, spouse and any

children in the household born
before Dec. 31,2013

‘Wage and earning state-
ments such as W-2 forms from
all employers, W-2G gambling
income, and 1099(R) from
pension, annuity, retirement or
profit-sharing plans, IRAs, and
insurance contract distributions,
interest and dividend statements
from banks (form1099 INT),
unemployment insurance bene-
fit statements received any time
in 2012 (1099-G), and all other
1098 and 1099 forms

-Statements received from a
mortgage company during 2013

-College expense information
for college students

-Other relevant information
about income and expenses such
as total amount paid for day care
and the day care provider’s fed-
eral identifying number, and any
notices sent to the taxpayer by
the IRS in 2012

‘Workers with Individual Tax-
payer Identification Numbers
(ITINS) should bring the ITIN
card sent to them by the IRS

‘Those wanting to use direct
deposit for their refund should
bring a check from the account
where they want the money de-
posited

Due to changes in the law,
renters should be aware that
they are no longer eligible for
a Homestead Claim. The Food
Sales Tax credit is also now
non-refundable so it does not
generate a refund beyond the
amount of taxes owed.

Both spouses must be pres-
ent to sign the required forms if
they are filing jointly and bank
routing numbers and account
numbers must be provided to
have the refund deposited di-
rectly into a checking or savings
account.

The department’s year-round
Taxpayer Assistance Center
is located in room 150 of the
Docking Building. It also offers

Kansas income tax return and
homestead claim assistance and
is open 8§ a.m. to 5 p.m., Monday
through Friday.

Hay harvesting permit updates

Hay harvesting on right of
way along state and federal
highways without a permit is
trespassing, according to the
Kansas Department of Trans-
portation (KDOT). Haying per-
mit applications are available
at the Department’s district and
area offices and are valid for one
year or a specific haying season.

The Department of Transpor-
tation has updated its hay permit
form to reflect the following key
changes:

‘The hay permit will expire
Sept. 30 annually. The Depart-
ment’s maintenance crews be-
gin mowing out the highway
right of way starting on Oct. 1.

‘No harvesting is to be per-
mitted on the interstate highway
right of way.

-No equipment shall be left on
the right of way any longer than
10 days.

-The Department has dropped
the required County Noxious
Weed Director signature.

-‘The Department reserves the
right to retain up to 20 percent
of the bales harvested from the
right of way as part of the per-
mit agreement.

Haying permit applications
will be accepted after Jan. 1 for
that year’s mowing season. Ad-
jacent landowners will be given
permit priority until March 31
of a given year. After March 31,

permits will be issued in the or-
der they are received

Permits can be canceled at
any time by either party and
all operations shall be in ac-
cord with requirements and
guidelines set by Department.
Any person, firm or corporation
wanting to mow or bale hay will
need to submit a permit applica-
tion to the Department’s office
in their area.
