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By DICK BOYD
nortontelegram@nwkansas.com
Brian Holt, a four-year start-

er with a decorated resume 
at Creighton University, has 
signed to play professional soc-
cer with Philadelphia Union.

Holt has spent time with 
Union affi liates Reading United 
A.C. (PDL) and Harrisburg City 
Islanders (USL PRO). Per club 
and MLS policy, terms of the 
deal were not disclosed.

Brian is the son of Claudia 
and Dan Holt, Omaha, grand-
son of Bev Klein, Norton and 
nephew of Mark and Bill Klein, 
Norton. 

“Brian is a tremendous com-
petitor and we have seen a lot 
of his dedication, hard work and 
resolve while he trained with us 
last year,” team manager John 
Hackworth said. “We’re really 
happy to have him as part of our 
team going into the season.”

After redshirting his fresh-
man year, Brian played four 
years at Creighton University, 
where he earned numerous ac-
colades for his goalkeeper play. 

As a senior  at Creighton, he set 
an NCAA record with a .208 
goals against average while 
leading the NCAA with 19 shut-
outs and a 92.3 save percent-
age. In 24 starts, Brian allowed 
just fi ve goals in 2011, earning 
the NSCAA All-America First 
Team, College Cup All-Tour-
nament Team, Missouri Valley 
Conference Goalkeeper of the 
Year, College Soccer News All-
America First Team and MAC 
Hermann Trophy Semifi nalist. 

After his redshirt freshman 
year in 2008, he was named 
MVC Freshman of the Year. 

The Nebraska native played 
for Philadelphia’s PDL Affi liate 
partner Reading United A.C. in 
2011, where he was an All-East-
ern Conference selection and 
PDL Rookie of the Year fi nalist 
with 16 starts with the club.

Brian signed with the Union’s 
USL PRO Affi liate partner Har-
risburg City Islanders in 2012, 
a year after fi nishing his time at 
Creighton. He joins the Union 
after training with the club for 
much of last year and preseason 
this year.

Goalkeeper Brian Holt, who has relatives in Norton and had a tremendous college career 
at Creighton University, has signed to play professional soccer with Philadelphia Union.

School junior varsity wrestlers 
had a good day last Saturday 
when they won the champion-
ship of the varsity Arapahoe 
Warrior Invitational tourna-
ment.

The Norton junior varsity 
wrestlers compiled 161 points, 
followed by Elm Creek, 144; 
Pleasanton, 81.5; Eustis Far-
nam, 80; Arapahoe, 73.5; SEM, 
69; Axtell, 65; Elwood, 55; 
Chase County, 54; Hitchcock 
County, 26; Wauneta-Palisade, 
26. 

All 11 Norton wrestlers 
placed and the Blue Jays had 
two individual champions: 
Gavin Lively, 152 and Jordan 
Dole, 195. 

Kade Unterseher, 113, was a 
runner-up and Kyle Bell, 120; 
Dalton Vanover, 138; Layton 
Miller, 160; Maverick Engel, 
170 and Alex Hjort, 182, all fi n-
ished in third place.

Placing fourth were Derek 
Rowh, 132 and Weston Erbert, 
145. Garret Otter, 138, fi nished 
sixth. 

Norton was open at 106, 220 
and 285.

“I thought our wrestlers com-

peted well today,” said Norton 
assistant coach Shane Miller. 
“There were only a few matches 
in which we had opportunities 
to change the outcome. 

“We still need to be patient in 
a few situations and be smarter 
in what we are doing. We have 
practiced on mat strategy and 
wrestling at the end of periods. 
We need to continue to improve 
in this area.

“I love our wrestlers’ effort; 
we just need to be patient and 
not let our opponent score at the 
end of a period. I also appre-
ciate the fact that some of our 
wrestlers wrestled up or down 
in weight. Because they sacri-
fi ced, we were able to win the 
team title.

“In a few situations, we wres-
tled boys that we have seen ear-
lier this season. I always like 
to see if we have improved. 
One such weight was Kade Un-
terseher at 113 pounds. Kade 
faced West of Elm Creek for the 
third or fourth time this season. 
He keeps gaining on him and 
lost a tough 4-3 battle to fi nish 
second. West is a quality wres-
tler and Kade continues to im-
prove.

“Others worth noting were 
Gavin Lively at 152 and Jordan 

Dole at 195. Both dominated 
their bracket to come away with 
championships. Jordan wres-
tled with more confi dence and 
seemed to be more relaxed on 
the mat. Jordan has a lot of ath-
letic ability and, if he can learn 
not to worry about what is going 
on in the match and just wrestle, 
he will see some things go his 
way. I was excited for Jordan 
having a good tournament.

“It was nice to have Gavin 
Lively back wrestling. He has 
been out since before Christmas 
with an injury. Gavin did well 
for his fi rst tournament back. 
You always have concern about 
their conditioning or how one 
will perform in those fi rst few 
matches. Gavin was very physi-
cal and dominated in all four of 
his matches. Two of those were 
against state qualifi ers from last 
season.”

Gavin Lively fi nished the day 
with four pins and, for his ef-
forts, he was recognized by the 
Norton coaches as the “Norton 
JV Wrestler of the Week”.
