Loren Allen Cole
Jan. 22,1925 -Feb. 19, 2014

Loren Allen Cole of Burk-
burnett, Texas passed away
Wednesday, Feb. 19,2014 at the
age of 89.

Jan. 22, 1925, the son of Mr.
and Mrs. Thomas Cole was born
on a farm 7.5 miles southwest
of Edison, Neb., where his dad
and uncle farmed the land. Tom
and Pearl Cole had five chil-
dren; Carl, Neale, Geraldine,
Loren, and Philliss. This was
also the birthplace of his two
sisters, Philliss and Geraldine,
and where Loren and his sisters
attended Farmingdale School.
In 1930 the family moved from
Nebraska to a farm east of Al-
mena, where Loren graduated
from Almena Grade School and
from the Almena Rural High
School with the class of 1942.

After attending one semester
at Fort Hays College, he entered
into military service. Loren was
assigned a gunner position on a
B-24 Liberator Heavy Bomber
with the 8th Air Force, 543
Bomb Group, 732 squadron at
Old Buckenham in England.
Loren was part of one of our
nation’s greatest generations.
He attained the rank of sergeant
during his service. The com-
mander of the group was Jimmy
Stewart, which was a great hon-
or to the men in his group.

In April of 2011, Loren was

privileged to join the Honor’s
Flight Program to Washington,
D.C. and tour the World War II
Memorial.

After his honorable discharge
on May 11, 1945 from the Army
Air Corps, he returned to Fort
Hays College where he received
a bachelor’s degree in indus-
trial arts in 1949. In 1952 he
received a master’s degree from
Colorado A & M, after which
he took an assignment with the
Air Force in Cheyenne, Wyo.
This unit was later transferred
to Sheppard Air Force Base in
Wichita Falls, Texas. He retired
from this unit in 1974.

Loren was married to Doro-
thy Erickson on Nov. 24, 1948
in the Congregational Church in
Almena. Two children blessed
this union, daughter Carla and
son Allen, both born in Chey-
enne, Wyo. Dorothy and Loren
had a beautiful marriage for
over 62 years.

The family grew over the
years, adding four grandchil-
dren, David Cole, Lynsey Lit-
tlejohn and Rachel Schepps and
three great-grandchildren: Al-
ley, Katie and Kenneth. He had
several nieces and nephews who
he always enjoyed and friends
that were like family, including
Radell Hancock. He cherished
the memories made and appre-

ciated the special efforts made
by family traveling from out of
state to spend time with him.

While working at Sheppard
Air Force Base, he built two mo-
bile home parks in Burkburnett,
which showed his pride. Loren
and Dorothy always enjoyed
their place at Possum King-
dom Lake where they loved for
friends and family to gather.

Loren belonged to the Mason-
ic Lodge #1 in Cheyenne, Wyo.,
after his transfer to Texas, he af-
filiated with both the Burkbur-
nett #1027 and Graford #1026
Masonic Lodge. He was a mem-
ber of the Burkburnett Order of
the Eastern Star, a past Worthy
Patron. He was Master at both
lodges and a District Deputy
Grand Master for the Masonic
District #88 in 1999. Loren was
given the Golden Trowel award
and also received his 50 year
membership pin.

Loren lived his life always
mindful of the needs of others.
He was a wonderful man to all.

A memorial service was held
at the First United Methodist
Church in Burkburnett, Texas
on Saturday, Feb. 22,2014.

Health insurance required by March 31

Open Enrollment for the
Health Insurance Marketplace
will end on March 31 and indi-
viduals must have insurance by
March 31 or they will face a tax
penalty on their 2015 taxes. This
is part of the Individual Man-
date for health insurance set out
in the Affordable Care Act.

Twin Creeks Extension Agent
Julianne Shoup is a certified ap-
plication counselor for the new
Health Insurance Marketplace
and will be available in Norton
at the Norton Public Library on
March 3, March 17, and March
24 from 10 a.m. — noon in the
back meeting room to assist
people with enrolling in health
insurance or just to answer
questions.

Please call the Norton Exten-
sion Office 785-877-5755 to
make appointments if possible.

Individuals and families need
to make sure that they have
health insurance by March 31st
or are eligible for an exemption
to avoid the tax penalty.

For 2015 the tax penalty is
$95 for an individual, $47.50 for
a child, up to $285 for a family
or one percent of the household
income whichever is higher.

Exemptions are available for
people who can still not find
affordable health insurance.
The definition set out by the
Affordable Care Act of Afford-
able means that health insurance
cannot cost more than eight per-
cent of someone’s household in-
come. Forms to file for this ex-
emption are available at www.
healthcare.gov

To shop for health insurance
yourself on the new health
insurance marketplace go to
www.healthcare.gov

When looking at health in-
surance plans it is important to
compare at least three plans.
You also want to make sure to
look at the plan details including
the covered services, premium,
deductible, coinsurance, out of
pocket limits, prescription cov-
erage, and provider networks.

The premium is the payment
you make each month to have
health insurance. The deduct-
ible or the dollar amount that
you must pay each year before
the policy will begin to pay. You
also want to look at the coinsur-
ance and co-payments. Coin-
surance is where you share the
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cost of covered expenses up to a
certain limit. This may be a flat
fee for certain services such as
a doctor appointment and there
may also be a percentage. For
example, it is common for the
insurance company to pay 80
percent and you pay 20 percent.

Out of pocket limits are also
important to look at. This is the
maximum you pay in one year
when you add together your de-
ductible, co-payments and coin-
surance. Once you hit your out
of pocket limit, the insurance
company will pay 100 percent
of eligible expenses.

Prescription Coverage and
provider networks are also im-
portant to consider. When look-
ing at a health insurance plan
you want to look at what pre-
scriptions are covered and how
well they are covered. Health
insurance companies contract
with providers to create a pro-
vider network for their con-
sumers to use. You will want
to check the health insurance
company’s provider list for your
desired providers in your area.
