signed a letter of intent to play
for Garden City Community
College.

Also a kickoff and punt re-
turner, Furbush was a first team
All-Mid-Continent League
choice of league coaches on of-
fense and an honorable mention
choice on defense after the 2013
season.

He was also a second team se-
lection to the Hays Daily News

All-Area Team.

Tanner was especially effec-
tive on offense where he led the
Blue Jays by gaining 1,460 all-
purpose yards last season.

He is also a Norton basketball
and track team letterman.

“Tanner is a very athletic run-
ning back, he has good hands
and was a good defensive end
for us,” said Norton head foot-
ball coach Lucas Melvin. “He
is a powerful runner with good
speed.

“At the same time, making
the adjustment from high school
to college football is tough. The
Jayhawk Junior College League

is considered to be the toughest
junior college league in the na-
tion. Each team can now recruit
20 players from outside Kansas
and that increases the competi-
tion for spots on the team. A lot
of players come and go.

“I'm excited for him. Tan-
ner’s a tough player and we
look forward to his college
playing days.”
