An Eggciting Time of the Year

Every year, we revisit the
topic of safely coloring and us-
ing hard boiled “Easter Eggs”.
Here again are some reminders
that should make the Easter sea-
son a safer one food wise.

Cooking, coloring, hiding,
and eating eggs are a sign of the
season. Follow these easy tips to
ensure the safety of the eggs.

1. Use eggs that have been
properly stored in the refrigera-
tor and are not past their “use
by date.” Uncooked eggs can be
stored three to five weeks in the
refrigerator.

2. To hard cook eggs, put eggs
in a single layer in a pan; com-
pletely cover all eggs with cold
water. Cover the pan and bring
the water to a boiling point; then
turn off the heat, and leave pan
on the burner for 15-17 minutes.
Cool under cold running water
to stop the cooking process.

3. Refrigerate hard-cooked
eggs in their cartons if you
won'’t be coloring them right af-
ter cooking and cooling. Refrig-
erate the eggs again right after
you dye them. Cooked eggs can
be safely stored in the refrigera-
tor for one week.
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4. Everyone who helps dye
the eggs should wash his/her
hands thoroughly (before and
after handling eggs).

5. Eggs should not be left at
room temperature for more than
two hours if they will be eaten.
If they will be hidden in an egg
hunt or used as a centerpiece,
they should be thrown away af-
ter use.

6. Color only uncracked eggs.
If you plan to eat your dyed
eggs later, use food coloring or
specially made food-grade egg
dyes dissolved in water that is
warmer than the eggs. If any
eggs crack during dyeing or
while on display, throw them
away along with any eggs that
have been out of refrigeration
for more than 2 hours.
