Crop block grant available

The U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture recently announced the
availability of approximately
$66 million in Specialty Crop
Block Grants to state depart-
ments of agriculture for proj-
ects that help support specialty
crop growers, including locally
grown fruits and vegetables,
through research, programs to
increase demand, and more.

The historic support provided
by the Agricultural Act of 2014
(Farm Bill), will strengthen ru-
ral American communities by
supporting local and regional
markets and improving access
to fresh, healthy, and nutri-
tious high quality products for
millions of Americans. The
Specialty Crop Block Grant
Program, administered by the
Agricultural Marketing Ser-
vice, is designed to enhance
the markets for specialty crops
like fruits, vegetables, tree nuts,
dried fruits, horticulture and
nursery crops, including flori-
culture.

“Specialty crop block grants
help sustain the livelihoods
of American farmers while
strengthening the rural econo-
my”, said Agriculture Secretary
Tom Vilsack. “These grants
contribute to food safety im-

provements, increased access to
healthy food, and new research
to help growers increase profit-
ability and sustainability.”

As directed by the Farm Bill,
the block grants are now allo-
cated to U.S. States and terri-
tories based on a formula that
takes into consideration both
specialty crop acreage and pro-
duction value. Nearly all states
are seeing an increase in funds.

Agricultural Marketing Ser-
vice encourages applicants to
develop projects that enhance
the competitiveness of spe-
cialty crops, sustain the liveli-
hood of American farmers, and
strengthen rural economies by:

Increasing nutritional knowl-
edge and specialty crop con-
sumption among children and
adults,

Improving efficiency within
the distribution system,

Promoting the development
of good agricultural, handling
and manufacturing practices
while encouraging audit cost-
sharing for small farmers, pack-
ers, and processors,

Supporting research through
standard and green initiatives,

Enhancing food safety,

Developing  new/improved
seed varieties and specialty

crops,

Controlling pests and diseas-
es,

Creating organic and sustain-
able production practices,

Establishing local and region-
al fresh food systems,

Expanding access to specialty
crops in underserved communi-
ties,

Developing school and com-
munity gardens and farm-to-
school programs,

Enhancing the competitive-
ness of specialty crop farmers,
including Native American and
disadvantaged farmers.

Interested applicants should
apply directly to their state de-
partment of agriculture. Several
states have already published
their requests for proposals, and
the list of FY 2014 State Re-
quests for Proposals is available
on the Agricultural Marketing
Service website.

Farmer and rancher disaster assistance program sign up date announced

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture announced today
that farmers and ranchers can
sign-up for disaster assistance
programs, reestablished and
strengthened by the 2014 Farm
Bill, beginning Tuesday, April
15. Quick implementation of
the programs has been a top
priority for the Department of
Agriculture.

“These programs will pro-
vide long-awaited disaster relief
for many livestock producers
who have endured significant
financial hardship from weath-
er-related disasters while the
programs were expired and
awaiting Congressional action,”
said Agriculture Secretary Tom
Vilsack. “President Obama and
I prioritized the implementation
of these disaster assistance pro-
grams now that the Farm Bill
has restored and strengthened

them.”

The Livestock Indemnity Pro-
gram and the Livestock Forage
Disaster Program will provide
payments to eligible producers
for livestock deaths and grazing
losses that have occurred since
the expiration of the livestock
disaster assistance programs in
2011, and including calendar
years 2012, 2013, and 2014.

Enrollment also begins on
April 15 for producers with
losses covered by the Emer-
gency Assistance for Livestock,
Honeybees, and Farm-Raised
Fish Program and the Tree As-
sistance Program.

The Livestock Indemnity Pro-
gram provides compensation to
eligible livestock producers that
have suffered livestock death
losses in excess of normal mor-
tality due to adverse weather.
Eligible livestock includes beef

cattle, dairy cattle, bison, poul-
try, sheep, swine, horses, and
other livestock as determined
by the Secretary.

The Livestock Forage Di-
saster Program provides com-
pensation to eligible livestock
producers that have suffered
grazing losses due to drought
or fire on publicly managed
land. An eligible livestock pro-
ducer must own, cash lease, or
be a contract grower of eligible
livestock during the 60 calendar
days before the beginning date
of the qualifying drought or fire
in a county that is rated by the
United States Drought Monitor
as D2, D3, or D4.

The Emergency Assistance
for Livestock, Honeybees, and
Farm-Raised Fish Program pro-
vides emergency assistance to
eligible producers of livestock,
honeybees and farm-raised fish

that have losses due to disease,
adverse weather, or other con-
ditions, such as blizzards and
wildfires, as determined by the
Secretary of Agriculture.

The Tree Assistance Program
provides financial assistance to
qualifying orchardists and nurs-
ery tree growers to replant or re-
habilitate eligible trees, bushes
and vines damaged by natural
disasters.

The Department of Agricul-
ture’s Farm Service Agency
(FSA) employees have worked
exceptionally hard over the past
two months to ensure eligible
farmers and ranchers would be
able to enroll to receive disaster
relief on April 15.

To expedite applications, all
producers who experienced
losses are encouraged to col-
lect records documenting these
losses in preparation for the en-
