Norton’s participants were
Jared Shelton who took first
place with one of his paintings
and second place with another
piece of his work done in an-
other media. Jared also won the
overall People’s Choice Award.
Ashley Hildebrand also showed

her art and won the Geris Merit
Award.

Returning to the competition
this year was a special “cell
phone art” category. The winner
was voted on by patrons.

Last year, 35 works of art
were sold for a total of $5,064,
with artists receiving over

300 years
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1777, which was a turning point
in the American Revolution.

In 1878, Manley Davis came
to Norton County in a covered
wagon as a two-year old child,
traveling with his father, Asahel
John Davis, and his maternal
grandparents, Samual and Sarah
Eagleburger. They homesteaded
on Prairie Dog Creek west of
Dellvale and Oronoque, an area
know as the Dallas Community.
Smith said that Oronoque at
one time was considered a bet-
ter choice than Norton as the
county seat.

Also in 1878, was the “Last
Indian Raid in Kansas,” where
some Decatur County residents
were killed by Indians who had
escaped a reservation in Okla-
homa. Smith said the Davis
family was originally headed to
Colorado, but heard the story,
got scared, and decided to stay
in Norton County.

In 1881, at one year of age,
Minnie Bell McCabe came to
Norton County with her parents,
James Frederick and Julie (Mc-
Mullen) McCabe, to homestead
and settled in the Oronoque and
Reager area.

Manley and Minnie Belle
were married in 1896, and pro-
duced a family of 10 children
who grew to adulthood. They
were Velma (Mrs. Bert Heit-
man), Leslie Davis, Percy Da-
vis, Marie (Mrs. John Chadd),
Frank Davis, Lela (Mrs. Dar-
rell Smith), Onie (Mrs. Harold
Frickey), Dale Davis, Maxine
(Mrs. Jay Brooks), and Wayne
Davis.

This year will mark 300 years
and 14 generations of Davis
Americans enjoying the free-
doms and contributing to the
American fabric of culture, his-
tory and society.

Georgia Rowh, is a ninth gen-
eration Davis, and according to
Smith, is the oldest living de-
scendant, and “is the Matriarch
of the Davis family.”

Rowh said that celebrat-
ing 300 years is “very amaz-

ing,” and “it means we’ve been
around for a long time.”

The two day event is expected
to draw a large crowd and will
be held at the Norton 4-H Build-
ing. As of Sunday, 126 people
had signed up to attend, accord-
ing to Smith.

The Saturday events will fea-
ture a family history seminar,
military honor roll call, a bar-
becue dinner, and a live band
performance featuring a Davis
family talent show.

Sunday events will include a 1
p-m. dinner, followed by a fam-
ily historical seminar, a photo
shoot, and an auction of donated
family memorabilia.

Norton friends are invited to
celebrate all or any part of the
occasion with the Davis family.

$3,500 in award money. Over
200 people attended the event,
with more than 300 pieces of art
on display.
