Warnings and watches updated

Despite recent rains, drought
conditions in Kansas continue
to worsen. Recently Governor
Sam Brownback updated the
Drought Declaration for Kansas
counties with Executive Order
14-04. The update includes all
105 counties either in an emer-
gency, warning or watch status.
This order places more than half
of Kansas counties in an emer-
gency drought status.

“Kansans need to know no
matter where you live in the
state, the drought is not over.
Some areas have been experi-
encing drought for almost five
years,” said Governor Brown-
back. “Continued below nor-
mal precipitation patterns are
not only depleting the little soil
moisture we have, but are re-
sulting in below normal levels
in our reservoirs and further de-
cline of our stream flow condi-
tions.”

The updated drought declara-
tion has moved 26 counties into
a warning status and 23 into a
watch status while 56 counties
are in emergency status. This
action was recommended by
Tracy Streeter, Director of the
Kansas Water Office and Chair
of the Governor’s Drought Re-
sponse Team.

“It is imperative we closely
monitor conditions for the state
as they could deteriorate quick-
ly with no reserves as we start to
enter warmer and drier months,”
said Tracy Streeter. “Some areas

of Kansas are behind more than
seven inches in soil moisture
and the seasonal outlook shows
increased drought conditions
shifting farther east than origi-
nally projected.”

Counties still in emergency
stage remain eligible for emer-
gency use of water from certain
state fishing lakes due to the
Kansas Water Office (KWO)
Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) with the Kansas Depart-
ment of Wildlife (KDWPT).

Individuals and communities
need to contact Kansas Water
Office for a water supply re-
quest prior to any withdrawals
from lakes. They will in turn
be referred to the appropriate
Kansas Department of Wildlife
office to obtain the necessary
permit to withdraw the water.

This Executive Order shall re-
main in effect for those counties
so identified until rescinded by
Executive Order or superseded
by a subsequent Executive Or-
der revising the drought stage
status of the affected counties.
Effective immediately:

-Declare a Drought Emergen-
¢y, Warning or Drought Watch
for the counties identified be-
low;

-Authorize and direct all
agencies under the jurisdiction
of the Governor to implement
the appropriate watch or warn-
ing level-drought response ac-
tions assigned in the Operations
Plan of the Governor’s Drought

Response Team.

The Governor’s Drought Re-
sponse Team will continue to
watch the situation closely and
work to minimize the effects
the drought has on Kansans.
